On September 13~ 1982~ the preliminary hearing of New Afrikan Freedom Fighters 
Sekou Odinga~ Kuwesi Balagoon~ and Solomon Brown~ and white anti- imperialist Free­
dom Fighters Judy Clark~ David Gilbert~ and Kathy Boudin--all members of the Black 
Liberation Army ' s Revolutionary Armed Task Force--began in Rockland County~ New 
Yor k . These combatants were captured following an attempted expropriation of a­
Brinks van in Nyack~ NY on October 20th~ 1981 . The four comrades whose statements 
follow have refused to r ecognize the r ight of the u . s . government to put them on 
trial . They turned the courtr oom into a battlgfie ld by militQntly declaring their 
rights as Freedom Fighters to attack the institutions of u . s . imperialism . As t he 
Freedom Fighters chanted I.'Free the Land !1.' fr om inside the courtroom~ nearly 150 
supporters outside showed their solidarity by picketing militantly throughout the 
day . 

From Sekou Odinga 
New Afrikan 
Prisoner of War 

Let me say at the outset of this 
staterrent that ' I am a Muslim and a 
New Afrikan Freedan Fighter . Both 
positions leave me out of the juris­
diction of this court and make these 
court proceedings null and void (il­
legal) . 

As a Muslim I am subject to the 
laws of the Qur'an which clearly 
tells me to fight oppression. To 
enjoin what is right and to forbid 
what is wrong. As a Freedom Fighter, 
fighting for the freedom, liberation 
and self-determination of my people, 
the United Nations Charter and all 
other legal bodi es dealing with the 
subject of liberation of an op­
pressed people, recognize my right 
to wage armed struggle against my 
oppressor. It is inportant to un­
derstand who I am and who my .people 

I am the descendant of Afrikan 
slaves, brought to this country in 
chains as captives ofa brutal slave 
war waged against the Afrikan peo­
ple. By people have been fighting 
for our survival, liberati on and 
self-determination since the first 
Afrikan was illegally kidnapped and 
enslaved for the profit and the 
pleasure of the European. 
- We the Afrikan descendants are now 
called citizens of the United 
States, but like everything else 
that has been forced on the Afrikan 
slaves and their descendants, we 
were never asked if that is what we 
wanted or needed . This title of 
citizen was forced upon us, but the 
rights that go along with this cit­
izenship for the European American 
citizen, was never given to the 
ex-slave and his descendants . 

I am not an American citizen. I 
am a victim of America. I am a ci t­
izen of the Republic of New Afrika. 
I do not want to be an American cit-_ 
izen. America has proven itself to 
be the most devilish and barbarous

The ruling class through its con­

trol of the media distorts the true 
role of armed freedom fighters. 
They portray freedom fighters as 
senseless terrorists whil e glorify­
ing D.le real terrorist as "defend­
ers of freedom. " They never say 
where freedom f ighters come from, or 
why they appear. Even the IIDst 
shallow investigation of history 
shows that it's the long term op­
?ression of a people that creates 
freedom fighters. They are the 
first signs of a people ' s will to 
resist their oppression ','lith 
weapons in kind , and lest we forget , 
our oPFressor is armed. He has "tt"le 
glJl1S and has already proven "tt"lat he 
will use them indiscrlllunately t o 
spreaa fear and terror to keep a 
people suppressed. Armed freedom. 
fighters are necessary to counter 
~lis terror by the oppressor and t o 
liberate ourse l ves fro~ him. 

!·bst Black people understand this 
because we are among the most op­
pressed in this society. We serve 
as the basic source of cheap l abor 
in this country; also as a l a rge ' 
consumer market for dumping cheap 
overpriced g-oods, and as a bargain­
ing t ool to keep all wages at a 
minimum by ex~loiting the differ­
ences in color, class , sex, etc. 
Because we have no control ove r the 
major economic , r:;olitical , social 
or military institutions that deter­
nune our lives, we are powerless 
and are const antly at the mercy of 
outside forces, administrations, 
etc. , who use us for their own bene­
fit. ~e are in fact , a scattered 
internal colony wi thin U. S. borCiers 
with each separate community having 
its own colony of us to exploit. 

, Racism and police terror have Froven 
t o be the main tools used in main­
taining our colonial oppression. 

Through these tools the oppressor 
has solicited the aid of many, and 
~le silent consent of most , whites 
in maintaining our oppression. In 
every major city the streets are 
saturated vlith the oppressor' s 
armed police agencies. Outside 
these saturated areas , the slack is

MESSAGE FROM THE EDITO'RS 
On this occasion, Nevl Afrikan 

Freedom Fighters' Day and Black 
AuS!ust, we Afrikan prisoners in the 
California koncentration kamps 
would like to reaffirm our support 
for the comrades captured, martyred 
and those in the field. This affir­
~tion is as strong as our histori­
cal struggle based on our centuries 
long quest for liberation from the 
european slavers. Beginning with 
the resistance -agairist the first 
kidnap of our Afrikanill1cestry(as 
exemplified in the Jaga peoples) 
through the infamous middle passage 
(as courageously shown in Cinque's 

Amistad mutiny) and onto the lands 
on which our forebearers were 
brought. Our voices in these accla­
mations of support and solidarity 
are made resonant and full as we 
echo the courageous utterings of our 
heroic ancestors who kicked off this 
Resistance during the early 1500's 
on up to today. 

History has proven that Afrikan 
Freedom Fighters emerge wherever 
oppression against our people e~ists. 
Our people's resistance against co­
lonial oppression is rich with 
heroic struggle. 

On the 'Afrikan continent, Freedom 
Fighters such as Chaka Zulu, Queen 
N' Zinga, Bambata, Cabral, the f1au 
Mau, MPLA, FRELIMO, ANC, PAC, the 
Congolese National Liberation Front 
(FLNC), and SWAPO, to name but a 
few, emerged as Freedom Fighters 
and armed liberation movements out 
of peaceful, non-violent struggles 
for freedom against imperialism 
and capitalism made manifest in the 
form of colonialism and racism. 
Leaving the mother continent, the 
liberation struggles continued on 
slave ships, in slave ports, on 
slave plantations, and on into the 

koncentration kamps called "inn~r 
cities." 

Our armed resistance struggle can 
also be traced to the struggles of 
Central An~rica, Latin America, th~ 
Caribbean, South America and the 
diaspora; the 1519 re\iolt of Maroons 
in Hispaniola; 1527 marked the first 
slave revolt in Puerto Rico; 1530 
the fir~t Afrikan slave revolt 
in Mexico; 1531 revolt of ls.oO Ma­
J;oons in Jamaica; 1674 revolt in 
Barbados; 1695 in Palmares; revolt 
in Brazil, 1791-,1803 Haitian revo­
lution, and many, many rrore. 

Maroon societies were established , 
through the plots and actions. of 
Afrikan men and women from Florida, 
Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, . 
and Alabama. These Afrikan slave 
societies were our ancestors, waging 
armed struggl~s against the u.s. 
slaveocracy and giving shape to the 
New Afrikan Nation within the Black 
Belt. Revolutionary armed struggles 
were carr.ied out by such Freedom 
Fighters as Cato in 1739; Gabriel 
in 1800; Denmark Vesey in 1822; Nat , 
Turner in 1831; and Sister Harriet 
Tubman commanded aft .undergrourid 
army without ever losing a soldier. 

Two revolutionary Black national­
ist" spokesmen of the antebellum 
period, David Walker and Henry 
Highland Garnet, rose to give ex­
pre?sion to the aspirations in the 
heart of the toiling masses. They 
clearly recognized that the only 
way the "infernal chains" will ever 
be broken is through armed revolu­
tion. Their cry was f?r the masses 
to rise and strike a blow for 
freedom. 

During the 1920' s f-1arcus Garvey 
mobilized the1massesl around Afrikan ~ 
Redemption, Hane and Abroad, there­
by bringing an internationalist con-

Demonstration in Support of October 20th Freedom Fighters on opening day of pre-trial hearings, New City 
Courthouse, New York, September 13th, 
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text to our struggle for liberation. 
In this same period rose the clan­
destine Afrikan Blood Brotherhood, 
the first left-wing Afrikan Nation­
alist organization and one of the 
first to call for a separate Afri­
kan republic in the u. s. a. Cy,ril 
Briggs, the Brotherhood's leader, 
spoke words which ring true today 
when he said, "A man pressed to 
th~ . earth by another with murderous 
intent is not under any obligation 
to choose his weapons. ,He would be 
a fool if he did not use any or 
whatever weapons within his reach. 
Self preservation is the first law 
of nature ... " · 

Malcolm X came along during the 
late 50's and early 60's with the 
same call ... "By any means neces­
sary ... " Malik called for corrmuni­
ty control by Afrikans and for , Af­
rikans. He left us with the unfin­
ished task of taking our struggle 
before the world court, connecting 
on qn internationalist level with 
all oppressed people of the world. 
He taught us that self-defense was 
our · natural right; that we are 
the victims of u.s. colonial exploi­
tation and that the time to throw 
the heavy yoke of oppression' off 
our backs BY ANY MEANS NECESSARY 
is now! 

As the Black Liberation Mov~t 
grew and its direction became more 
militant, police brutality and in­
vol vement in Afrikan canmuni ties 
increased. Cities across the ' u.s. 
exploded into violence and , 
gave birth to the BlaCk Panther 
Party for the self defense of Black 
people. Quickly the party gained 
strength and popularity. East and 
West, North and South, the BPP be­
came a part of Black canmunities, 
and a sense of Black nationhood took 
on a new rreaning. Cries of "AIL 
POOER'ID THE PEOPLE" and "BLACK 
POOER" sent white america into 
shock. The fear that came out of 
it allowed the f.b.i. to declare 
the BPP the most dangerous threat 
to the , government, and moved to 
crush it and the Black Liberation 
Movement. 

The united states of america is 
now in an acute state of economic 
crlS1S. Since there are no signs 
of anything but worsening condi­
tions, ronald reagan has made -his

- Keynote Speech, los Angeles by Ad~wole Umoja, National Committee to Defend New Afrikan Freedom Fighters 

August 2 1 ~ 1 982~ marked the second 
year of mobilizations for New Afrikan 

., Fr eedom Fi ghters Day . 
The National Committee to Defend 

New Afrikan Freedom Fighters sponsor ­
ed the mobilizations in both New York 
City and Los Angeles . In New York~ 
over 150 New Afrikans participated in 
a very spirited march through the 
streets of Harlem . The demonstration 
included a strong contingent from t he 
Puerto Rican and ChicanoMexicano na­
tional liberation movements . Speak­
ers at the ral l y at a local high 
school included Chokwe Lumumba of the 
National Committee to Defend New Af­
rikan Fr eedom Fighters~ Imari Obadele 
of the Malcolm X Party~ Jose Lopez 
and Ricardo Romero of the Movimiento 
de Liberacion Nacional (MLN) and 
Serge Mukendi of the Congolese Na­
tional Liberation Front (FLNC) . ' 

In Los Angeles~ at the Rakestraw 
Community Center~ over 100 New Afri­
kan people and a strong contingent of 
ChicanoMexicano comrades from the San 
Franci sco Bay Area and Denver~ Colo­
rado participated in the program to 
honor our soldiers . 

The day began with a demonstration 
at the Southwest Police St ation 
against the police t errorism un­
leashed upon our community by that 
occupying army . The demons t r ation 
was strongly accepted and part ici­
pated i n by t he Black communi ty and 
by t he Chi canoMexicano comrades, r e­
pr esenting the organizat i on of El 
Comi te Contra la Repr esion . 

The evening program consis i;ed of 
musi ca l enter tainmentj New Afrikan 
poetry~ boot dancers and soli darity 
speakers from t he Pan Afri canist 
Congress of Azania (PAC)~ t he Movi ­
miento de Li beracion Naciona l~ and 
a solidarity letter from New Afrikan 
prisoners . ' 

The keynote speaker~ Brother Ade­
wole Umoja~ spoke about t he need to 
suppor t our Fr eedom Fighters now 
while they ar e alive and active and 
not af ter the f act . He also dealt 
wi t h key ideologi cal i ssues of our 
mov ement. 

The participat~on of and r esponse 
from t he masses of Black peopl e on 
that day was well spirited and in­
spiring . I t showed t ha t just every-

day Black fo lk beli eve we need an 
army and do support our Fre edom 
Fighters .

It lets us know that 
our Brothers and Sisters who are in 
fact the Freedom Fighters have not 
been hounded out of existence by 
white america that they are in fact 
alive, vibrant, still dedicated to 
struggle. I think it was a most elo­
~uent exposition of the political 
comnitrrent and the ideals of our New 
Afrikan Freedom Fighters. We should 
take their words t o heart, not only 
honor our Brothers and Sisters, but 
Des'in to become personifications of 
their struggle our selves. 

We're here today to honor our New 
Afrikan Freedom Fighters. We want 
to honor therrL now while they are 

SOLIDARITY DEMONSTRATIONS 
BUILD SUPPORT FOR NEW AFRIKA 

OVer 200 white anti-imperi alists 
marched i n New York and Los Angel es 
on August 20th to support New Afrikan 
Freedom Fighters and the New Afrikan 
(Bl ack) Nation's s t ruggle for land, 
independence and sociali sm. The de­
monst~ations, sponsored by the John 
Br own Anti-Klan Committee and the 
,Coalit ion to Defend the October 20th 
Freedom Fighters, were in solidarity 
with mobilizations in the New Afri­
kan communities of Harlem and Watts 
called by the National Committee to 
Defend New Afrikan Freedom Fighters. 
The purpose of the mobilizations was 
to honor the tradition of Black re­
sistance and advance support for the 
freedom fighters; in particular, 
those captured New Afrikan and white 
ant i-imperialist combatants of the 
Revolutionary Armed Task Force who 
are currently standing trial for the 

at tempt ed expropriation of $1 . 6 mil­
lion f rom an armored Brink ' s t ruck 
i n Nyack , New York on October 20 , 
1981. 

The New York mobilization, which 
brought demonstrators from Washing­
ton , D. C. , Kentucky , Chicago, Massa­
chusetts and Connecticut, targetted 
the FBI offices and the Metropolitan 
Correctional Center (MCC). At FBI 
offices, the demonstration militant­
ly denounced the Joint Terrorist 
Task Force's (JTTF) unsuccessful 
year-long offensive to destroy the 
Black Liberation Army, and its Revo­
lutionary Armed Task Force (RATF). 
Since the attempted Brink's expro­
priation, the JTTF has murdered Mta­
yari Shabaka Sundiata, tortured Se­
kou Odinga and Solomon Brown, and 
imprisoned seven New Afrikan and 
white anti- imperialists who refused 
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with us and not after the f act. You 
know it's very easy t o honor peopl e 
after the fact. After the historical 
r ecord has become perfectly clear. 
After endorsements, after their his­
t orical validity has been , made. But 
its very hard , it takes integrity , 
it takes guts, it takes purpose and 
clear political direction to under­
stand and to see while they are 
alive, while they are engaged in 
activity , that they in fact do r ep­
resent the best in Black america.. 
They do represent the best in our 
New Afrikan Nation. 

Now, in attempting to honor our 
New Afrikan Freedom Fighters we have ' 
come under some corrments. I' ve 
heard people say that we're bringing 
'heat' on their organizations. That 
we're causing increased repression 
and infiltration t o come about be­
cause we take a position that we 
must honor mIT combatants. I think

t o coll abor at e/sni t ch in any way 
wi th the illegit imate grand juries 
called t o investigate Nyack. When 
the demons tration moved to MeC , the 
grand jury resisters were abl e to 
hear the chants from the street be­
l ow. 

In Los Angel es , demonstrators from 
Texas, Color ado , Oregon and Califor­
nia net with pol i ce har assment and 
survei llance as they marched through 
downtown s treet s dur i ng rush hour. 
The demonstrat ors rallied out side the 
Los Angeles County Sheriff ' s office, 
the FBI offices , and at the infamous 
"Glass House," home of L.A. killer 
cops. Calling L.A. "killer cop cap­
i tal of the I,vest," speakers con­
demned the r ecent shooting of an un­
armed Black woman which resulted ,in 
the murder of her unborn child. Al­
so condemned was the blatant white 
supremacy of L.A. Police Chief Gates 
who said that more New Afrikans die 
at the hands of pi g choke holds be­
cause "their art eries aren't normal." 
Outside the "Gl ass House," demonstra­
tors chanted "L .A.P.D., you can ' t 
hide. We charge you with genocide!"

NATIONAL CONFERENCE STRENGTHENS 
STRUGGLE AGAINST REPRESSION 

- speech by Jose Lopez, National Co-ordinator of the Movimiento de Liberacion Nacional 

The National Conference Against 
Repression was held in Denver~ Color­
ado on May 28- 30~ 1982. The confer­
ence was attended by 500 activists 
f r om national liber ation and anti­
imperialist movements in North Amer­
ica . In speeches~ workshops and 
plenar y meetings the participants 
discussed t he r epression being di­
rected by u.s. imper ialism agains t 
revolutionar y and pr ogr ess i ve move­
ments. It was agr eed that t he cur­
r ent wave of grand jury and FBI r e­
pr ess ion mus t be met by a stance of 
complete non- collaboration . The 
conf er ence pledged suppor t for grand 
j ury resisters~ poli tical prisoner sr 
and pr isoners of war~ and stated that 
t his' support mus t be built in t he 
contex t of t he r evolutionar y strug­
gles f or independence and land for 
New Afrika~ i ndependence and socialism 
i sm for Puerto Rico and f or the so­
ci alis t r eunification of Mexico . 

The following speech was pr esented 
at the conf er ence by Jos e Lopez~ Na­
tional Coordinator of t he Movimiento 
de Liberacion Naci onal . 

Companeros y companeras, let me 
say two very personal things because 
I think they sort of determine a lit­
tle bit of how I'm going to make my 
presentation today. One is that 

. yesterday, actually at one fifteen in 
the rrorning on May 29th of last year, 
I was watching ti1e news, and I learn­
ed that my brother had been captured 
in Glenview, Illinois. So yesterday 
is exactly one year since the cap­
ture of my brother, Oscar Lopez, one 
of the 11 Puerto Rican Prisoners of 
War. , I also learned yesterday when 
we made a phone call to Chicago that 
my father has two cancerous turrors 
.in his brain and the doctors gave him 
a few days, probably, at the rrost to 
live. If I sound a little bit inco­
herent, it's because those things do 
effect you, and particularly because . 
one of the .things that I want to dis­
cuss today is not really the state of 
the Puerto Rican §truggle in the Uni­
ted States, but I think something 
more important in the context of 
world-wide revolution. It has to do 
' seriously with the way we conceive of 
the world. 

I started with these two personal 
things because in my life there have 
been two really great inspirations, 
at least in my early years. And one 
of them, of course, ' was my rrother and 
father, who I think like all parents, 
particularly those who come from op­
press~ communities, gave us the 
first idea of what is to be -- in 
our case, what it was to be a Puerto 
Rican and what it meant to struggle. 
And the other, of course; was 'my bro­
ther, who has inspired me and con­
tinues to inspire me and all of our 
work~ even from prison, from Leaven­
worth. 

I am very fortunate to have a fam­
ily who has supported me, supported 
my brother. It comes out of that . 
tie, that bond, that my father and 
mother gave us, and what it was to 
be a Puerto Rican. 

Yesterday, as I was emceeing the 
session ' on the POWs and the grand 
jury there was a series of questions. 
I think somehow, and I think that's 
part of our problem sometimes in pre­
:sentations, we qear the discussion 

over certain things about legal~sm. 
And people were asking questions 
about the fifth amendment, they were 
asking questions about collaboration, 
etc. Don Juan last night in his 
presen~ation said that the only ar-

_ticles that the Liga believe in were 
Article M-16 and AK-47. 

That brings us to at least the con ... 
ception tlla.t sorre Df us have, that: 
even though we believe that we must 
dismember the state, and even though 
we believe ti1at ti1e New Afrikan na­
tion must emerge, ti1at Mexico must 
be reunified, and that Puerto Rico 
must become independent, we still 
have a vision of legalism ,·Jhich we 
must get out of our minds. 

Many people talk about the US con­
stitution as if somehow it is separ­
ate from the state. Well, today I 
want to say a few things about that. 

People, when we look at the so­
called derrocratic institutions, we 
have to go back to the 17th century 
thinkers like Hobbes and Locke. 
When we study political science in 
this society, we are told that there 
,was a certain division between Hob­
bes and Locke, and that there is a 
certain division even between the 
constitution of the US and the fede­
ral structure of the US, that the 
federal state represents the govern­
ment, and .that the constitution is 
sanehow above that. Hobbes believed 
in authority, Locke believed in lib­
erty. Thus we are presented with a. 
paradox. ' 

In the constitution of the US, we 
read that the first 10 amendments 
to the constitution are called the 
Bill of Rights. These are the 
rights of each individual. In that 
same document, not to talk about its 
racist connotations and its impli­
cations, we find that there is a 
tremendous amount of effort made by 
the so-called founding fathers, to 
the effect that the constitution of 
the US was to guarantee domestic 
tranquillity. I relieve that one of 
the articles reads to provide for 
calling forth the militia to exe­
cute the laws of the Union and sup­
press insurrection and expel inva­
ders or repel invasi-on. Now, what 

is the constitution saying? To sup­
press insurrection. My friends, how 
can we sit in this room and talk 
about revolution, about the destruc­
tion of the federal state, and still 
try to think that there is somehow 
justice in the land. . And the reason 
for that is because we, all of us 
here, are part of a system, the most 
advanced system (as a matter of fact, 
Alexis de Tocqueville spent volumes 
writing about it), one of the most 
advanced forms of government that has 
ever been put together. 

Kar 1 .t 1arx and Engels were the 
first to discuss 'G1e nature of b'1e 
state. No one ?rior to ti1eIn :lad 
really gone into discussing ti1e state 
in relationship to the economic sys­
-tem. And they did a good job, and 
so did Lenin in his State and Revolu­
tion . But because in the period of 
time that Marx and Engels and Lenin 
were writing, none of them really 
understood one of the most ~rtant 
aspects of ti1e modern state, partic­
ularly of the rrodern federal imperi­
alist state of the US and of ' most of 
western Europe: it is led by a very 
advanced class, which because of its 
ability to exploit and oppress, has 
been able to study and to b'1ink, etc. 
Marx, in the Communi st Manifesto~ 
says the bourgeoisie must settle 
everywhere, must nestle everywhere. 
What Marx was really saying (but 
that he didn't really develop) was 
the hegemonic perspective of the 
bourgeoisie. That's why it is dif­
ficult to develop real interest in 
a ma.ss rrovement in the United States 
that is revolutionary.

GRAND JURY JAILS 
INDEPENDENTISTAS 

"I appear befor e you t o tell you 
nothing . I appear without a lawyer 
as an action to escal ate the denun­
ciation of the il~egality of all the 
activities of this institution 
called a Federal Grand Jury and this 
so-called Federal Court : I do not 
recognize , in any way , the laws of 
any fore ign government in my coun­
try . You have the power at the ITO­

ment . But the day will come when 
you will not . " 

Ih th these words, Puerto Rican in­
dependentist a Ricart e Montes Garci a 
refused to collaborate with the fed­
eral grand jury in Puerto Rico and 
was j ailed on June 21. Montes Gar­
ci a , a leading n~r of the Liga 
Socialista Puertorri quena , had ~en 
$ubpoenaed t o appear befor e the 
grand jury investigating the rv'BY 16 
armed attack on u.s. sailors in San 
Juan . (The ~Bcheteros, a clandestine 
i ndependence organization , claimed 
responsibility for that action which 
killed one sailor and wounded three 
others.) Montes Garcia asserted that 
the u .S. grand jury had no jurisdic­
tion in colonized Puerto Rico, and re­
fused to talk, provide fingerprints 
or any other identification to the in­
ves tigators . He has been exiled to 
the Metropolitan Correctional Center 
in New York City , where i ndependentista 
Norberto Ci ntron Fiallo is also be-
i ng held for refusing to cooperate 
wi th the gr and jury. His j ail term 
for contempt of the grand jury could 
l ast up to 18 months . 

A few days before his scheduled 
release f rom prison , Grand Jury re­
s ist er Norberto Cint ron Fiall o was 
r esubpoenaed and resentenced t o 
prison for r efusing to Acollaborate 
with a newl y impaneled Federal Grand 
J ury . . 

Another r esister, Carlos Noya of 
the Liga Soci a l ista Puertorriquena , 
was r eleased t·'iarch 23 after serving 
17 months for hi s refusal to give 
information t o the Grand JUry . 

Cint ron Fi a l lo , a Puerto Rican re­
volutionary and labor activist , had 
been scheduled for release on March 
27. He had spent 11 months i n a New 
York pri son for refus ing t o cooper­
at e with the Grand Jury investigating 
the actions of the armed clandesti ne 
independence movement . 

When that Grand Jury's t erm ex­
pi red, a new. one was impanel ed to 
t ake i ts place , and Cintron Fiallo 
was f lown i n chains t o San J uan . 
Hhen he again refused to oooperat e 
wi th the Grand J ury and denounced it 
as an i nstrument of pol i t ical r e­
pression, he was charged wi th civil 
contempt. He was sent back t o 
prison in New Yor k, wher e he could 
serve up to 36 more months under the 
term of the current Grand Jury .

GRAND JURY RESISTERS ARRESTED 
Unabl e t o find the FAIN, u . s . imp­

erial ism i s l ashing out 'at i ts ?ub- ' 
lic supporters . 

Five Puer to Rican and ChicanoHexi ­
cano acti vi sts , who last winter re­
fused to ' col labor ate with a federal 
grand jury "i nvestigat ing" the 
Puerto Rican i ndependence movement , 
have now been arrested and charged 
wi th criminal contempt . Four of the 
five -- Steven Guerra, Ricardo 
Romero, J ul io Rosado and Maria 
Cueto -- are leader s of the MJvimi­
ent o de Liberacion Naci onal (r1LN), a 
revolutionary Puerto Rican and 
ChicanoHexicano organization in the 
u. s . The fifth , Andres Rosado, i~3 
a supporter of ~1e MLN . :They each 
face f i ve years in jail for the 
"crime" of refusing to betra.y the 
Puerto P~can independence rrovement. 
Their trial is scheduled to begin 
December 13th. 

The FBI and , justice Departrrent 
orchestrated media events on Sept­
ember 24 and September 27 to accomp­
lish in the press what they have not 
been able to achieve in real life -­
the death of the FALN. On the 24th, 
Gesta[X)-like teams of FBI agents in 
three u. s. cities simul taneousl y 
seized and jailed four of the activ­
ists. The Hollywood sensational ism 
of the arrests was meant ' t o convey 
ti1at ~1e prisoners were danger ous 
fugitives , when i n reality they were 
all well-known public pol i tical act­
i vists who, for many years, have 

been openly organizing in their com­
muni ties . On September 27th , tile 
FBI called a press conference in New 
York to announce that the f i ve pris­
oners were "the last remaining lead­
ers of the FALN. " The FBI knows 
,yery well that this is a lie . '\i\1hy 
else would they have released all 
five on their own recognizance if 
the five were actually believed to 
be ,leaders of the FALN, a group 
which the director of the FBI des­
cribed l ast year as "the most dang­
erous t errorist group in the U. S." 

The FBI~s false accusation, which 
was widely publ icized by ~1e nation­
al news media, has a very specif ic 
purpose. It is part of the govern­
ment ' s strategy t o use grand juries 
to criminalize ti1e Puerto Rican In­
dei~dence Movement; to say to tile 
public that those people who r efuse 
to collaborate· are criminals and 
ter rorists who do not deserve sup­
port . 

The FBI hopes to mask the true 
purposes of the grand jury which is 
to intimidate and destroy ~1e public 
support for b'1e FALN ,and the entire 
armed clandestine movement for 
Puerto Rican independence. This is 

, the necessary prerequisite for the 
destruction of ~1e Puerto Rican 
national real i t y . The FBI knows 
that public leaders like those ar­
rested are not likely to talk, and

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MESSAGES FROM CLANDESTINITY 
Black People, My People! 

My Name is Fulani-Ali 
i am a Black woman 
i am a New Afrikan woman 
l am a Muslim woman 
i am a revolutionary woman 
a wife and mother 
i am a part of you! 

Throughout most of my life , i have 
loved my people , have prayed for my 
people, i have cried for my people , 
i have worked for my people. 

On October 27 , 1981 i was unjustly 
arrested in Byrdtown, Hississippi, 
with two adults and twelve children. 
They were all handcuffed and taken to 
jail with me, including the children 
(9 months to 13 years old). i was 
framed and it was proven . So i was 
released after nine days (70f them 
spent in the hole). Yet i was sub­
poenaed on the day of my release to 
appear before a R.LC.O. grand jury 
investigating the Brinks's incident 
in Nyack, N. Y . They asked for my 
fingerprints, (taken 10 times already) 
my handwriting, (i have signed prison 
forms) my hair and all TI"~7 knowledge of 
everyone and _anyone they choose to 
demand infonnation ab::mt. Twice i 
stood in the federal court and asked 
them to show cause for railroading ' 
me. They refused. 

Twice i r~fused to cooperate or 
collaborate. ~~ice i went peaceably 
off to jail for nothing. Twice i was 
thrown in the hole at the Hetrorol­
itan Correctional Center (M:C) as if 
i were a convicted criminal or an 
animal. Twice i was released--no 
charges! 'Twice i became ill and had 
to receive medical treatment, for a 
hyperactive thyrold. There will be 
no third time, in-sha-allah! i am no 
fool, i will not continue to surren­
der myself and place my life in the 
hands of this racist, imperialist 
Hazi-like governrrent and authorize 
them taking me out for the count. 
Three strikes, you're out. 

There are 13 children out there who 
need your help and support. Sister 
Jerry Gaines is now serving 18 months 
for non-cooperation with R.I.C.O. 
grand jury. She has 8 children, i 
have 5. Sister Jerry Gaines is also 
innocent of any connection with the 
Brinks incident before, during or 
after. 11y children, our children 
are victimS of a vicious terrorist 
conspiracy to break up Black fami­
lies--Ieave them ho~less, motherless 
and fatherless. They are your chil­
dren too, love them and protect them. 
Please send money, clothes and let­
ters to them by registered and certi­
fied mail to P.O. Box 3472, New Or­
leans, LA. 70177.

Snakes goverTh~ent framed me yesterday 
and continues to hound me for ven­
geance 's sake today, then each of us 
can expect the same treatment tomor­
row. If they came for us in the 
morning, they'll come for you in the 
afternoon. If we allow Black People 
to be dealt with individually today, 
then the united Snakes will feel free 
to deal with us in such a manner un­
til there are none of us left to 
struggle. Wake up! Get up! Stand 
up!

FALN BOMBS WALL ST'REET 

On March lst~ 1982~ armed units of 
the Fuerzas Armadas de Liberacion 
Nacional (F. A . L . N . ) ~ bombed the Wall 
Street financial district in New 
York City in a pre- dawn attack in 
commemoration of the heroic raid on 
the U. S. Congress in 1954 by Puerto 
Rican Nationalists. The Fuerzas -Ar­
madas de Liberacion Nacional is an 
armed _cZandestine organization 
which actively struggles for the in­
dependence and socialism of Puerto 
Rico. Since 19?4~ the F.A.L.N. have 
claimed responsibility f or more than 
100 armed actions in the U.S. 

The four high potency bombs caused 
extensive damage to the New Yor k 
Stock Exchange~ the American Stock 
Exchange~ the Chase Manhattan Bank 
and the brokerage f irm of Merrill 
Lynch, Pierce~ Fenner and Smith. ;) 
However~ no injuries were reported. 

In a communique found later that 
morning~ the F. A. L.N. claimed re$­
ponsibility for the action~ calling 
the bombings I~ strike against the 
imperialist forces t hat are suppres­
sing the Puerto Rican people ." They 
demanded the immediate release of 
the 11 Puerto Rican Prisoners of War 
captured on April 4~ 1980~ and ex­
pressed their solidarity with the 
captured combatants of the Black Lib­
eration Army and the Revolutionary 
Armed Task Force . The F.A.L.N. also 
stated that this action was in soli­
darity with the people of El Salva-
dor. . 

With the arrest of the 11 Puerto 
Rican Rrisoners of War in April of 
1980~ and the subsequent arrest of 
Oscar Lopez-Rivera~ F.B.I. officials 
arrogantly proclaimed that they had 
"broken the back oJ the F.A.L.N." 
However~ this latest upsurge of rev­
olutionary activity cIearly demon­
strates that although the setbacks 
suffered by the r evolutionary inde­
pendence movement in the past two 
years have been injurious~ they have 
been far from fatal. The F.A.L.N. 
is alive and well!

The F.A.L.N. assumes full respon­
sibility for the bombings which 
have occurred in the financial sec­
t or of Wall Street on Sunday, Feb. 

This armed attack against 
yanki imperialist corporations and 
institutions is part of our contin­
uing war for the liberation of our 
homeland from united States coloni­
alism, for the immediate and uncon­
ditional release of our Prisoners 
of War and Political Prisoners and 
in solidarity wi'th the heroic peo?le 
of El Salvador and its armed Van­
guard the Frente Farabundo Marti de 
Liberacion Nacional (F. M. L. N. ) .

War (Oscar Lopez 
Rivera, Lucy Rodriguez, Carlos Alber­
to Torres, Haydee Torres, Luis Rosa, 
Alicia Rodriguez, Ricardo Jimenez, 
Dylcia Pagan Ibrales, P,001fo I1c:rtos 
Antongiorgi, Elizam Escobar, Carmen 
Valentin) are recei ving in the dun­
geons of the yanki prison system. 
Their health problems have been ig­
nored , prison authorities ar e con­
s tantly harass ing and at tempting t o 
pr ovoke them, they have been kept in 
l ock-up and i sol at ion for weeks at a 
time , fami l y vi s its have been inter­
f er ed with, l i t er ature and reading 
mat eri a l is denied them, and they 
are constantly being placed i n situ­
ations where physica l and mental 
stress is applied. 

This has included the .shooting of 
a bullet into the cell of Luis Rosa 
and the denial of medical attention 
for Haydee Torres even when prison 
doctors diagnosed the possibility 
of her having an early stage of 
cancer. Despite a national and 
international campaign which rrob­
llized medical groups, civic and 
religious organizations , ,workers, 
students and professionals who 
pressured the yanki government and 
,its Bureau of Prisons, she has not 
been attended to. 

Our organization will not toler­
ate any physical or mental harm 
done to our comrades to go unanswer­
ed. We demand they be treated as 
Prisoners of War as stated by the 
Geneva Convention and the United 
Nations Protocols concerning free­
dom fighters captured in wars of' 
national liberation. We hold the 
yanki capitalist class and the sad­
istic beasts who operate and corrr, 
pose its repressive forces respon- -
sible for any harm which may befall 
our Prisoners of War, Political 
Prisoners and for any attacks aimed 
at crushing and repressing the leg­
itimate aspirations of our people 
for independence and socialism. 
This is not an empty boast. Yanki 
imperialism well knows that Puerto 
Rican Revolutionaries do not bluff. 
They have felt our bullets and 
smelled the odor of our dynamite 
from Colonel Riggs, to Blair House, 
the attack on Congress, the Pnglers 
Club, Sabana Seca.

RESISTANCE TO RICO GRAND JURY CO,NTINUES 
Presently, seven comrades, four 

New Afrikans and three north ameri­
cans, are being held at the Metro­
politan Correctional Center in New 
York because of their refusal to 
collaborate with the RICO grand 
jury's investigation aimed at de­
stroying the armed clandestine 
forces fighting for the independence 
of New Afrika. New Afrika is the 
name of the colonized Black Nation 
inside the u.s. in the states of 
Mississippi, Alabama , Georgia, Lou­
isiana and South Carolina. 

This Racketter Influence in Cor­
rupt Organizations (RICO) grand 
jury is the government's response 
to the heightened activity by the 
Black Liberation Anny (BrA) and in 
particular the attempted expropria­
tion on October 20th, 1981 by the 
Revolutionary Armed Task Force 
(RATF). Under the RICO grand jury, 
any member of an organization can 
be prosecuted for anything the gov­
ernment claims that any other member 
did. They don 't have to prove any 
"illegal" acts were comnitted or 
even intended; the issue is sol~ly 
political beliefs and association. 
Previously applied to gangsters, 
the u . s. is moving to apply these 
laws to political revolutionary 
forces. 

The u.s. state is using the grand 
jury and fabricated" links" with 
the October 20th action as instru­
ments of terror in order t o destroy 
public support for the BrA and RATF. 
It is t rying to isolate them and 
create an atmosphere of fear and 
intimidation in the New Afrikan and 
white anti-imperialist movements. 

The first wave of grand jury re­
pression resulted in the issuing 'of 
subpoenas to Fulani Sunni -Ali, Jerry 
Gaines, Yassmyn Fuli-J., Eve Hosahn, 
and Asha Sundiata. These comrades 
stood up to the efforts of intimida-' 
tion by the F.B.I.- N.Y. Police 
Joint Terrorist Task Force and 

all refused to testify or give 
exemplars (samples of their hair, 
handwriting or fingerprints) . 

Sister Fulani Sunni-Ali, chair­
person of the Peoples Center Council 
of the Repub1ic of New Afrika and a 
leader of the revolutionary New Af­
rikan Independence Moverrent, was re­
subpoenaed after the u.s. attorney 
was forced to publicly admit she had 
been falsely arrested in Mississippi 
on October 27, 1981 during a rrtili - .

State's Frame-up Continues 

On August 9, 1982, after a week of 
jury deliberation, New Afrikan Free­
dom Fighters Basheer Harneed (James 
York) and Abdul Ivlajid were found 
not guilty of attempted murder in 
the first degree and guilty of at­
tempted murder in the second degree 
of a police officer. They received 
a hung jury on a charge of murder 

. in the first degree of another po­
lice officer . Both Majid and Hameed 
are being framed because of their 
histories as activists in the Black 
Liberation Movement. 

Wi thin hours of the original April 
).6th, 1981 shooting of twJ New York 

police, Mayor Koch had gone on tele­
vision and radio calling whomever 
shot them "mad dog executioners" 
and announcing a nationwide hunt for 
the Black Liberation Anny, in par­
ticular Assata Shakur, Majid and 
Hameed. In August 1981, Basheer 
Hameed was arrested in South Caro­
lina. In January 1982, Abdul Majid 
was arrested in Philadelphia and 
was immediately, indicted for having 
allegedly participated in the Octo­
ber 20th expropriation attempt. 
These charges were subsequently 
dropped. 

The state intensified its attempt 
to whip up mass support for the 
police against the BrA once the trial 
began on June 21st. Day after day 
the district attorney and the Pa­
trolman's Benevolent Association 
packed the courtroom with their sup­
porters , trying to keep New Afrikans 
and their supporters out. The N. Y . 
newspapers assisted willingly, by 
running countless articles which 
were written by the district at­
t orr!ey 's office, and a local t v 
station ran a movie about the BrA 
assassination of a dope-dealing 
policemman on the Lower East Side 
that took place in the 1970s. The 
u.s. government had, in fact, con- . 
victed 1fameed and Majid before the 
trial even began.

exposed by the defense. The archi­
tect of the frame-up was NYPD Detec­
tive McTighe, who primed all the 
witnesses and searched for ones who 
would be willing to corroborate the 
state's case . While on the stand, 
McTighe admitted that he had sup­
pressed testimony of a cab driver 
who was originally portrayed as a 
key prosecution witness because "it 
didn ' t help the case." Mr. Benja­
min, the cab driver, had changed 
his testimony several times. Other 
significant prosecution witnesses 
were hypnotized by the police 
officer in order to "identify" Ma­
jid and Basheer. , 

The surviving police officer, 
Rainey, was the government's key . 
witness. Originally Rainey said 
that he didn ' t see the shooting 
and later changed his testimony to 
positively identify Hameed, despite 
his admitting to the fact that he 
was hiding under the dashboard dur­
ing the "shoot-out." 

The state has announced its in­
tention to retry Hameed and Majid 
on the murder cllarge. At the 
same time tl1e government, having 
failed in its first attempt to 
convict them on the murder charge, 
is trying to get them sentenced 
as "habitual criminals," which 
could result in them receiving 
life sentences.

Puerto Rican P. O. W. 's Attacked 

BLOO-DY RIOTS AT PONTIAC 
RIOI' BAITING 

Recently reports of increased har- ' 
assment, originating with the admin­
istration's riot fever, have been 
seeping out of Pontiac State Pene­
tentiary. The incidence of adminis­
trative and guard -intimidation and 
attacks on prisoners have been ac­
companied by hysteria propaganda, 
erranating from local newspapers. In 
particular, an extensive two part 
article in the Bloomington, Illinois 
Pentagraph outlined the mood of pri­
son staff who predicted a bloody 
confrontation in the prison. 

In response to this si tua tion, an 
upsurge of prisoner unity has become 
evident, as a natural first step in 
Prisoner Self-Defense. The rrost 
successful manifestation of unity 
thus far, has been a 99 percent ef­
fective boycott of an administration 
conceived acti vi ty . The aim of the 
boycott was to show prisoner dissat­
faction with the senseless waste of 
rroney used for the activity ($2,000) 
that could otherwise have been uti­
lized to help remedy such problems 
as overcrowding, program and facil­
ity shortages that exist today. 

To add to the already tense situa­
tion, the Pontiac Administration re­
sponded by increasing its rronitoring 
of prisoners, the transferring of 
others and a continuation of its on-

going investigation - assisted by 
the F.B.I. - into prisoner activities. 

F • B • 1. ' SlANT: 

The F.B.I. connection in regard to 
this situation is a very alarming 
development, in addition to a rrost 
unusual response by the D.O.C. Sev­
eral facts should be pointed out 
which may help clarify the role of 
the F .B. 1.. in this "liason" with the 
D.O.C. Presently, and for the last 
two years, nine of the eleven Puerto 
Rican P.O.W.'s have been held in Il­
linois D.O.C. prisons. From the 

.start of their incarceration, it was 
clear to the Puerto Rican indepen­
dence rrovement that this was an at­
tempt to demoralize and destroy the 
symbol of unity which the Eleven 
have come to embody by their politi­
cal stance. Adhering to F .B.l. 
plans, the D.O.C. 's first step was 
to divide the Puerto Rican P.O.W. 's 
by placing them in six different 
prison facilities - two Federal Cor­
rectional Centers, and four State 
Penitentiaries. In addition, pun­
ishment, harassment, interruption 
of mail, family and legal consultant 
visits, threats on their lives, 
negligence in medical treatment, 
etc. In short, the treatment has 
followed the time tested methods of 
the infarrous COINTELPRO. 

", •.. , .. 
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Also of particular importance, 
has been the governIDent's concern 
with the impact that the Puerto 
Rican P.O.W. 's would have on the 
already volatile environment of 
their prisons. It was no "surprise 
that the l?rison population, which 

, is largely Afro-American, Puerto 
Rican and Mexican, responded with 
enthusiasm and interest to the 
P.O.W.'s. Less of a surprise has 
been the ongoing investigation by 
the F.B.I. - D.O.C. into P.O.W. 
acti vi ties in j ail. It appears the 
F.B.I. has long convinced the all 
·too receptive D.O.C. that the 
P.O.W.'s have organized the exist­
ing Latin gang structure into the 
Puerto Rican independence , rrovement. 
This echoes the F.B.I.'s long held 
view that Independence groups such 
as the F.A.L.N. have for years or­
ganized and coopted Puerto Rican 
street gangs into the independence 
rrovement. This, ' one cannot doubt, 
has been an attempt 'to "criminalize'; 
and discredi tthe combatants and 
struggle in the eyes of our worker 
community who have often been the 
victims of gang violence. More re­
cently, there has been a turn of 
events which in fact have been very 
characteristic of F.B.I. investiga­
tions. On ,several occasions, the 
F.B.I. has visited and attempted to 
question several of the P.O.W. 's at 
the prisons. It must be pointed out, 
however, that ongoing ivestigations 
of all prisoners as well as the 
P.O.W. 's in the prisons have been 
largely the task of the D.O.C. and 
the State's Attorney Intraprison 
Investigators. This has changed dra­
matically in recent rronths. 

PRISONER TRANSFERRED: 

The recent transfer of a progres­
sive Afro-American prisoner who was 
discovered running an "undergrOlmd" 
prison newsletter, has brought to 
light some disturbing facts. On 
his arrival at the Menard State 
Penrtentiary (where two of the 
P.O.W.'s ar~held), he was int~rro­
gated for several hours by four men 
who identified themselves as F.B.I. 
agents. The prisoner (John McIn­
tosh) who refused to collaborate 
wi th the F. B. I ., was questioned 
about his alleged involvement with, 
and recruitment into the F.A.L.N.; 
his alleged knowledge of F.A.L.N. 
plans and activities; F.A.L.N. in­
volvement with the Prison "under­
ground" newsletter, etc. In short, 
it seems the D.O.C. - F.B.I. con­
nection has decided on a plan which 
includes using the P.O.W. 's as a 
scapegoat for all the unrest that 
exists and has existed for years 
as a result of the D.O.C. negli­
gence and failure to resolve the 
ills in its prison system. Their 
joint investigation is geared to­
wards proving these irresponsible 
allegations and obvious flights of 
fancy. 

DRUGS USED TO INTERROGATE PRISONERS: 

Even rrore vicious and nefarious, 
not to mention illegal under Lnter­
national and U. S. la~s, he.s been the 
recent development regarding another 

' progressive prisoner, a Puerto Ri­
can, Roberto Tosado. 

It has come to our attention that 
Mr. Tosado had been placed in the 
so-called quiet room in the Pontiac 
Penitentiary, under the pretext of 
a medical conditlon. (Mr. Tosado 
suffers from epilepsy). The quiet 
room is an area in the Prison Hospi­
tal, a stripped cell used to ternpo-

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its very important that we address 
this phenomenon. 

Aside from this staterrent, these 
sentiments being absolutely absurd, 
they represent a tendency to vacil­
late. They represent a tendency to 
have weak knees in the face of our 
imperialist oppression. 

No-w in honoring our New Afrikan 
Freedom Fighters we're honoring a 
particular historical tradition. A 
tradition of struggle, of defiance, 
and of self-sacrifice. But in hon­
oring them, we also have to recog­
nize that opposites exist. That 
there also has .been, and continues 
to be, a tendencv within our nation­
al ,liberation moverrent for us to 
deal and compromise, to deal in 
egoism and to deal in capitulation 
to the forces of the state. Our New 
Afrikan Freedom Fighters represent 
the posi ti ve. These unfounded 
allegations represent the negative. 

Our Freedom Fighters are Brot~ers 
and Sisters who have come from all 
sectors, all walks of life in our 
New Afrikan Nation. They have made 
a conscious decision that we must 
obtain FREELQ.1, LAND, n ... 'DJ;;PENDENCE, 
and SOCIALISM for our people no 
matter what the personal sacrIfice 
is to ourselves. ,They've moved be­
yond the stage of cOmplaining gbout 
oppression and doing nothing abbut 
it. You know what I'm talking about. 
You've seen 'Brothers' and Sisters, 
they give you a litany of how bad 
crackers are treating us. I'm out 
of a job ... they're dealing with 
lobotomies on us ... they're dealing 
with chemical warfare ... they can run 
it down, line by line how bad we are 
being treated by crackers but when 
it comes dawn to doing something 
about it, they hedge, they vacillate. 
They're willing to capitulate to the 
oppressor. Well, these Brothers and 
Sisters have moved beyond that stage. 
They've also moved beyond the stage 
of rhetoric because they know that 
rhetoric without action is self de­
celvlng. It generates an illusion, 
an illusion that will put us to 
sleep. A sleep that reinforces in­
activity and reinforces our oppres­
sion. While not ignoring any other 
form of struggle, our Brothers and 
Sisters who are Freedom Fighters 
have made the decision that we must 
militarily confront our oppressor. 

Now, I want to ask you what is the 
problem that is posed by a military 
confrontation with our enemies. 
vlhite nv.litary mobilization, police 
murders, KKK organization and ter­
rorism, genocidal medical practices, 
chemical warfare, the exploitation 
of our labor, the expropriation of 
our land. These are not the result 
of the ~litary activity by our 
Freedo~ Fighters. These things are 
the cause of the rcot factors that 
let us know we need Freedom Fighters 
to reverse this phenomenon. 

We've got to clean up our house, 
Brothers and Sisters. ' He have to 
deal with sane introspection. Some 
self criticism, understand our 
strengths, and also point out and 
deal with our weaknesses. We have 
to understand that all the murder­
mouthing in the world, all the big­
talk in the world will not deal with 

whi te america. All the posturing 
that we have done, they can incor­
porate that into Black movies, they 
can make it hip, but that does not 
change our oppression, that does not 
change our objective conditions. 

If we are really aware of the 
dynamics of Foli tics, we understand 
the service that these Brott'1ers and 
Sisters are rendering to us. All 
the rhetoric that goes around means 
nothing without action. Once these 
Brothers and Sisters have demon­
strated that they are willing to 
act, to make our talk a reality, 
then the cracker begins to listen to 
you a little bit closer. They begin 
to see that you are sane, that your 
demands become meaningful demands. 
Somebody who is looked upon as on 
the outer , fringes of the political 
spectrum somehow all of a sudden 
becomes acceptable and respectable. 
You become acceptable and respect­
able because they know that they'd 
better deal with you than deal with 
our Brothers and Sisters who are 
willing to take it all the way to 
the brink. You know some of these 
weak-kneed individuals who are 
talking about us, our Freedom Fight­
ers, causing the organizations to 
be infiltrated and causing pressure 
to come to bear on them, maybe they 
are not aware of Frederick Douglass 
when he told us a long time ago 
what the price of freedom was. He 
told us that you can't have the 
ocean without the roar of its 
mighty waters. You can't have 
freedom without struggle. And 'we 
know that you can't confront the 
enenTy without being prepared. to, 
confront the counter pressure that 
they are capable of bringing. 

So if you're serious about strug­
gle, you should be serious about 
constructing your organizations, 
getting your discipline together, 
getting your security together to 
minimize the ability for infiltra­
tion. Otherwise you're just engag­
ing in all this murder-mouth talk 
that has been going around for ump­
teen years and has done nothing to 

, qualitatively improve our condition 
as a people, as an oppressed nation 
inside white america. 

V/e're not atterrpting to denigrate 
any particular form of political 
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struggle. But what we are here to 
00 is to say that political strug­
gle gets rl:eaning when it is guided 
by political action that is con­
ceived of and guided by Revolution-
ary New Afrikan Nationalist theory. 

I've ,been around a little while, 
I'm not that old, but I'm old 
enough, and I've seen thousands of 
conferences, I've seen people pray-
ing, I've seen people genuflecting 
in front of white people, I've seen 
us kiss white behinds, I've seen 
bloods with all kinds of skills, all 
kind of impeccable credentials and 
they mean nothing if they are not 
put to the use of New Afrikan 
National Liberation. Otherwise they 
are mere chimera, mere trinkets to 
be thrown about but they do nothing 
to change our collective condition 
as an oppressed nation inside north 
america. So you CaI'l keep your 
credentials if you're not willing to 
struggle. You can keep you rhetoric 
if you're not willing to struggle. 

I1.alcolm told us a long time ago 
anyway, that if you understand l.mat 
revolution is, you'll step back, 
you won't be talking so much. 
You'll understand that its also 
revolutionary to be silent. To do 
what you have to do and get on. Its 
revolutionary to go about the daily 
work that has to be done without 
fanfare. Thats what we need, we 
don't need flamboyant figures, we're 
not after the second caning of jesus 
christ. We're after t--Tew Afrikan rren .....--­
and women v.:ho are' out to seek to re-

'-------, 
gain our humanity, who are out to 
liberate our nation. We can't do 
this by trying to be media figures. 
We do this through discipline, 
through consistent effort, and by 
knowing when to talk and when to 
shut up. 

Every time I hear these cornrr.ents 
from these vacillating individuals 
I think about Harriet Tubman. All 
of us throw the name out glibly, 
we say we honor the Sister, we say 
we honor what she represents. We 
have to understand that she lived in 
a particular time and everything 
wasn't rosy when she lived. I can 
visualize the Sister being very 
tired, exhausted, crackers hounding 
her, they have the ransom on her 
head and she's still out trying to 
free Brothers and Sisters. now 
here comes the Sister coming to you, 
or coming to me, saying Brother, 
Sister can you help me, can you give 
me a little bit of aid, can I rest 
my head, can you help me so I can 
make it to the next stop. And what 
we gonna do? Well, Sister, as we 
scratch our head, rub our behinds, 
I-I'm sorry, b-but you're bringing 
'in heat on me. I-I might get infil­
trated. T-Thecracker might not 
like this. That's a part of our 
history that we have to deal with as 
well. Now if you're out there and 
you say you love Harriet Tubman, you 
revere Nat Turner then you have an 
obligation to support Brothers and 
Sisters like Hutulu Shakur, Assata 
Shakur, Sekou and Kuwesi, tt'1e grand 
jury resisters - we have an obli­
gation, a responsibility to supPort 
them otherwise you just talking when 
you say you 'love' Harriet Tubman 
and you 'honor' Hat Turner. You're 
just engaging yourself and us in 
idle talk. So what we must do if 
we're serious Brothers and Sisters, 



D, INDEPENDENCE and SOCIALISM" 
we must demonstrate in the defense 
of the combatants, we must organize 
ourselves to give aid and shelter 
when they need it. We must be ready 
to test 0ur political principles by 
not collaborating witl1 the state, 
by not collaborating and giving up 
information to our oppressor. They 
only know what you tell them. If 
you don't tell them nothing, they 
don't know' nothing. They're hUITli.ll1. 

Brothers and Sisters, we also must 
face the reality that we must train 
and be ready to take the places of 
our fallen comrades when the time 
comes. We have to be ready to con­
solidate and replenish the military 
forces. We must ask ourselves a 
very cogent quest,ion, one thatI "m 
sure I'm clear on, and I hope you're 
clear on, but let's address it any­
way. That is, what are we fighting 
for? Are we fighting for integra­
tion, are we fighting for equality, 
are we fighting for emigration, 
are we fighting for critical space, .. 
what are we fighting for? The 
fact of the matter is that not ot 
these alternatives are sufficient. 
All of them mean that we are either 
cooperating, participating, or capi­
tulating, to imperialism's oppression 
on our people and our allies. We 
can't say we support the struggle 
for a Palestinian nation, for a 
Puerto Rican nation, for freedom and 
national liberation in Namibia and 
Azania, we can't say that we are 
seeking a new human relationship, 
a new way of living!, and at the same 
time say we want either critical 
space, we want to emigrate and run, 
we want to integrate into this mess. 
If you want some critical space, you 
better get you some land! ' That's 
the space you need. That's the mat­
erial basis for the creation of 
schools for our children, houses for 
our homeless, food for our hungry, 
hospitals for our sick, security for 
our elderly, and without land - the 
dreams for a better life, the dreams 
for a better future, the dreams for 
a nation will never come about. And 
wi thout an anny, we will never get 
land. So if you want land, you want 
freedom! And if you want freedom, 
you have to support our Freedom 
Fighters! 

' Another question, I think we have 
to deal with i t. ~\fe can't run from 
cri ticism, we can't run from ques­
tions, we have to deal with issues. 
In the October expropriation attempt 
I saw a lot of people, all of these 
big time revolutionary pseudo-revo­
lutionary figures get weak, say I'll 
talk to the f. b. i. I - I think the 
action is premature, I-I think it 
was wrong. And then they stopped, 
and they thought they would have the 
perfect excuse ... Well, I'll be 
danged, it was some white people 
wi th them in the Army. , What are 
these white people doing in the 
Anny? .. Now look, I want to make it 
perfectly clear to everyone, I am 
for National Liberation, I am not 
for integration, I am not for sub­
ordinating our revolution to a 
socialist revolution in white 
america. I am for National Liber­
ation -for Black people but I am 
also not a fool. Now if we're 
serious, if we're serious about 
talking about dealing with the ku 
klux klan, if we're talking about 
dealing with these white paramili-

tary organizations, then we know we 
have to have intelligence. Show me 
somebody Black that's gonna infil­
ctrate the ku klux klan, huh? vie 
have to have intelligence. The role 
of allies are to help perform those 
tasks that are difficult that we 
cannot perform. Our white allies 
have been doing this. They have 
been giving us political support, 
and there's a qualitative difference 
betWeen political support and the 
dictating of political strategy. 
They have not been doing this. And 
they have also been cooperative in 
mili tary ventures. Now look, I 
dOp't mind you criticizing us, I 
don't mind you questioning the exis­
tence of why some white people were 
there. All I , ask is that you be 
willing to do the ,least- that these 
white allies have done. If you're 
not willing to cooperate in those 
mili tary ventures as they have 
cooperated, you better shut up. Its 
damn if you do, damn if you don't. 
And I'm not a defender of white 
people but we've got to put the 

The Palestinians have allies, don't 
nobody talk about that. fun ' t 
nobody talk about African nations 
when they have diplomatic relations 
wi th other white nations. So why 
can't we have principled alliances. 
If we're talking about entering and 
integrating ourselves into the 
nations of the world, we have to ­
have a perspective that allows us 
to do this. So along with honoring 
our coIDbatants, understanding that 
they are the highest manifestation 
of -!Jew Afrikan self-determination 
and the will to win we also have to 
urge our white allies to continue 
to nurture this tendency of 
support. Finally, and I'm going to 
close because I know you're tired, 
we have to struggle. That's the 
bottom line. No excuses about 
infiltration, 'no excuses, about heat, 
... a cracker said if you can't take 
the heat, get out of the kitchen. 
We have to struggle with every ounce 
of our physical and intellectual 
skills. We have to build a New 
Afrikan Anny. We have to give that 
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position out there because for a 
long time, and I know because I have 
criticized crackers for talking one 
thing and doing very little. Okay, 
cause you can't have it both ways, 
you can', t criticize them when 
they're not doing notning and then 
wanna back off from them when they 
take the criticisms to heart and 
want to do something for you. 
You've got to acknowledge it. You 
have to acknowledge that they also 
have a legacy. They have a dialec­
tic in their history as well. The 
overwhelming manifestation of their 
existence has been marked by the 
oppression of our people . The 
exploitation, the expropriation of 
our labor,. ' However, there is 
another side to the coin. There 
also have been some whites, very few, 
very far between, 'who have opted to 
join the ranks with the oppressed. 
When we see those who are willing to 
do this, they demand our sup!,X)rt-­
I'm not talking about laying up with 
white people, I'm talking about a 
principled political relationship. 
If we are serious about struggle. 
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Anny material support, · intellectual 
support, in every area that is 
possible. Take to heart what the 
Brothers and Sisters who have sub­
mitted the comnunique to you have 
said. They are not talking idly, 
they have demonstrated their will 
to struggle. 

And finally, Brothers and Sisters, 
lets not dwell on the negative. 
Because if we've been looking at, in 

~ any way, what has been happening in 
the press, even the crackers them­
selves have to acknowledge that 
although what happened in October of 
' 81 may not have been a success, 
our Brothers and Sisters, our can­
batants have had numerous successes 
prior to that event. Now you gonna 
tell me, you gonna abandon the 
struggle because of one setback? In 
every struggle there are setbacks. 
It is our responsibility to learn ~ 

from them, to refine our activities, 
to .irrq::>rove our style of work, and to 
get on with it.

On August 6th, the goverrrment de­
nied Native American Prisoner of \,'Jar 
Leonard Pel tier's vITi t of habeus 
corpus motion for a new trial. The 
new motion has now been remanded to 
the original trial judge, who has an 
indefinite period of time in which 
to respond. The motion is based on 
information from files which shows 
that government witnesses lied about 
key evidence that was used to con­
vict Peltier in his original trial. 

Peltier is a leader of the Amer­
ican Indian Movement (AIM). He is 
serving consecutive life ·terms for 
the deaths -of two FBI agents who ' 
attacked an AIM-protected camp on 
the Pine Ridge Reservation in South 
Dakota on June 25, 1975. His orig-

,.inal co-defendants, tried separately, 
were acquitted based on evidence of 
FBI misconduct in their arrest and 
trial. 

AIM was being heavily repressed by 
the u.S. government at the time the 
shootout occurred. Following the ' 
1973 siege at Wounded Knee, FBI 
counter-intellignece documents tar­
getted Peltier and other AIM activ~ 
ists for surveillance and arrest 
"on any charge whatsoever." Over 
200 people -- mostly AIM support­
ers -- were murdered on the Pine 
Ridge Reservation between 1973 and 
1975. 

At his original trial for "aiding 
and abetting" in the agent's deaths, 
the judge blocked every atterrpt by 
Peltier to present evidence of FBI

New York the state atterrpted to ~ 
captured New Afrikan and .anti-imperi­
alist Freedom Fighters on "criminal" 
charges for the atterrpted expropria­
tion of a Brinks armored truck in Ny­
ack, New York on October 20, 1981. 
The .freedom Fighters were not allowed 
(by the state) to wear black armbands 
in court as a visible sign of soli­
darity with the Palestinian Resis­
tance. Before any proceedings began 
that day, New Afrikan Freedom Fighter 
Kuwasi Balagoon dellvered a collec­
tive statement in behalf of the cap­
tured New Afrikan and anti-imperial­
ist Freedom Fighters in Nyack in sol­
idarity with the struggle of the Pal­
estinian people to regain their Na­
tional territory from the clutches of 
Zionism and imperialism. The' state­
ment was made a day after the Zionist 
gnd imperialist sanctioned and sup­
ported raid led by the "Christian" 
Fascist Falange murdering Palestinian 
women and children in West Beirut, 
Lebanon. 

In the August 21, 1982 New Afrikan 
Freedom Fighters Day communique of 
the Revolutionary Armed Task Force of 
the Black Liberation Army, the New 
Afrikan Freedom Fighters expressed 
solidarity with their comrades, the 
fighters of the Palestine Liberation 
Organization (PLD). The communique 
also spoke of the lessons all revolu­
tionaries and national liberation 
fighters could learn from the strug­
gle of the Palestinian people--parti­
cularly the necessity of tenacious 
steadfast struggle and the importance 
of self reliance.

DJ was opened in 1970 when Native 
AmericaTls and ClricanoHexicanos 
seized unused federal land. The 
school is unique in offering a wide 

at the trial -- revealed that such 
an identification at the distance 
specified was virtually impossible. 

These three discredited pieces of 
circumstantial evidence were the 
main part of tbe government's case 
at the original trial. In spit'e of 
this, the government denied the writ 
in order to try to keep Peltier im­
prisoned. 

Through his years in prison, 
Peltier has remained a leader of the 
Native American struggle for sov­
ereignty. This is why the govern­
ment ·has plotted t o assassinate him 
since he has been in prison. In 
1978, a Native American prisoner, 
Standing Deer, revealed that the 
FBI offered to have all charges 
against him dropped if he would 
"neutralize" Peltier. It was news 
of a second assassination plot that 
led to Peltier's unsuccessful at­
terrpt to escape with several other 
prisoners from the prison at Lompoc. 
Peltier's lawy~rs have gathered 13 
witnesses and 150 documents that 
testify to the government 's plans to 
try to have Peltier killed.

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BLACK ACTIVIST FIGHTS DEATH PENALTY 
The racist Philadelphia courts sen­

tenced Mumia Abu-Jamal to the death 
penalty for defending himself against 
killer cops on July 3, 1982. He was 
charged with killing a white Phila­
delphia cop ih December, 1981, {n an 
incident which also left Jamal seri­
ously wounded by police. For the past 
several years, Jamal has been known 
in the Philad~lphia community as a 
political activist and a news report­
er to whem people could look for accu­
rate reporting. 

A jury of 10 whites and two Black 
people convicted Jamal after a sup­
posed trial where Jamal was refused 
the right to represent himself. The 
judge imposed a court-appointed la~ 
yer, instead of allowing him a legal 
adviser fram MOVE (MOVE is a Black 
organization in Philadelphia that 
has been heavily attacked by the po- -

lice). ~everal tines during the trial 
th~ judge threw Jamal out of the 
courtroom when he attempted to de­
fend himself. In addition, the main 
witness was a prostitute with charges 
pending against her, who was offered 
a deal of protection on the streets 
if she would testify to having seen 
Jamal shoot the police. A defense 
witness testified that this woman 
was not .even there at the time. 

At· his sentencing, Jamg.l said, "On 
December 9, 1981, the police at- . 
temPted to execute Ire in the 
street --' this ,trial is a result of 
their failure to do so."

Anti-Springbok 5 Sentenced 
In September~ 1 981~ 5 white anti­

imperialis t s wer e arrested in a dem­
onstration at New Yor k 's Kennedy Air­
port while demonstrating agains t the 
South African Spr ingbok Rugby Team 's 
tour. The demons t ration was par t of 
an i nter national offensive agains t 
these agents of white supr emacy . In 
t he U . S.~ tha t i nc luded t he bombing 
of the Eas tern Rugby Association of­
f ices in Albany~ New Yor k by the 
Black Liberation Army . 

These corrmitted anti-imperialists 
who demonstrated last September to 
make a clear protest against the 
agents of apartheid, the Springbok 
rugby tour from South Africa, were 
sentenced in Queens 'Criminal Court bn 
July 8th. Mary Patten, received 1 
year, Tim Blunk and Eve Rosahn 9 
rronths, and Margo Pelletier 6 months 
for misdemeanor charges such as re- , 
sisting arrest and trespass. Donna 
Borup who faced the heaviest charges 
of the 5, was not sentenced because 
she chose not to appear for her 
tri al. In doing so, she struck a 
blow to the state's strategy to use 
her ' case tO, obtain ,a conviction and 
set precedents for convicting all 5. 

Mary Patten, the only Anti -spring­
bok to go on trial was acquitted of 
all felony charges and the state 
was subsequently forced to drop all 
felony charges against the other oomr 
rades. The heavy sentences for these 
misdemeanor charges exposes the u.s. 
government's position that demonstra­
ting against white supremacy and for 
African liberation in the 1980's is 
illegal. 

Even though the assault charges had 
all been dropped, the judge used the 
discredited testimony of the police 
and the felony charges as a basis for 
his unprecedented sentencing. . One of 
the judge's justifications for such 
heavy sentencing was that none of the 
Anti-springboks showed any contrition 
(refusing to be sorry) for the polit­
ical stand that they had taken in the 
demonstration. 

The judge tried to provoke a situa­
tion to justify the actual-gagging of 
the lawy~rs and to give thedefen­
dants rrore jail time. After senten­
cing the Anti -springboks, the judge 
refused to read them their rights. 
When they were forcibly removed from 
the courtrcx:m in handcuffs, the Anti­
springboks chanted--UP WITH AZANIA~ 
DOWN WI TH SOUTH AFRICA--and for this 
they were called back into the court­
'room and ~ach given 30 rrore days con­
tempt of court. 

The courtroom was filled with 
friends, family, and supporters, and 
the Anti-springboks were strong and 
clear. In their statements, made 
that day, . they expressed full support 
for national liberation struggles 
waging people's wars for independence 
as the only strategy to defeat white 
supremacy and u. s . imperialism. ,They 
made it clear that the political ha­
rassment and repression by th~ state 
was meant to have a chilling effect 
on the movement but that it would not 
work. Eve Rosahn is being held at 
'Metropolitan Correctional Center in 
New York City for her refusal to col­
laborate with the RICO Grand Jury in­
vestigating the October 20th attemp­
ted expropriation in Nyack, New York 
by the Black Liberation Army and the 
Revolutionary Armed Task Force. It 
is critical that we support Eve's p0-

sition of non-collaboration and the 
t otal corrmi tment of all the Anti­
springbok 5 to building a revolution­
ary movement. 

Mary, Margo and Tim are being held 
at Rikers Island as "central monitor­
ing cases." DiC status, originated 
in the early 70s to r estrict and re-_ 
pr ess Black Liberation Army prisoners 
of war is now being applied to all 
poli tical prisoners. Being (MC means 
that you are monitored every 30 min­
utes and are not all owed to go to 
school or have the same jobs as other 
prisoners. The 3 comrades are fight­
ing against the (MC classification 
from the inside because they under ­
stand the danger it pre'sents for all 
political prisoners. *

Acquitted 

In September, 1982, after an eight­
year legal battle, Cllol $00 Lee was 
acquitted by a San Francisco jury 
of murder charges, stemming from 
a 1973 Chinatovm shooting. Lee, who 
is Korean, received broad supp::>rt in 
the Korean and Asian cc:r:'IDuni ty . It 
t'las this SUVPort tllat led to the ex­
posure of the blatantly racist frame­
up conducted by police and ti1e Dis­
trict AtJoorney's office. 

In February, 1979, tile 1973 murder 
conviction was overturned by an ap­
peals court. However, by the ti,me of 
tile reversal, Lee tvas standing trial 
for b~e killing in self-defense of 
JmCNm racist and Aryan brotherhood 
~r ~,brrison Needham, who assault­
ed him on ' the-Tracy Prison yard. 
Lee's qcquittal meant that the prison 
conviction was no longer subject to 
the deatil penalty under California's 
"special circumstances" ruling tha-t 
make~ tile death penaltymandator-j for 
a second conviction on first degree 
murder. However, the DA in San Fran­
cisco insisted on a retrial 'on the 
1973 charges in an effort to make the 
deatil penalty stick on ti1e Tracy con­
viction. 

It is unclear as of October, 1982, 
what - impact Lee's acquittal \"ill have 
on the death penalty conviction. . _

Con Black , who l ed the at­
tempted Xlan invasion of Dominica, 
no,v heads this confederation. Ee 
claims tb.£ merger re9resents 80% of 
Klan riBITibership or EO, 000 people na­
tionwide. 

That sar:e weekend, Bill v7ilkinson 
led a Klan rally of 800 people in 
Jefferson County , Kentucky .

"This consolidati on of Klan for ces 
could only happen with the direct 
involvement of the u. s . state. It 
is a critical time t o increase ".,ork 
against the l<lan and in support of 
the tlew Afr'ikan Independence r·love­
r.ent. 

The unity bebieen the Klan and the 
state has beco~ completely open. 
The demonstration in Ne" ,r City , N. Y. 
in support of the freedo~ fighters 
was confronted by a lynch mob car­
rying nooses 'and Arrerican flags and . 
shouting "Death to the BIA, KKK all 
the way ." Participants in the demon­
stration said it was clear the mob 
was consciously or ganized. At the 
same time, the police were every­
where, being very friendly with the 
racist mob. Since the sumner, the ' 
Klan has been openly threatening 
~evolutionary nationalists and anti-
imperialists.

acting on "information" obtained 
from New Afrikan Freedom Fighter 
Solorron Brown, the FBI-NYPD Joint 
Terrorist Task Force attacked the 
homes of Jamal (Eddie Josephs) and 
Chui (Cecilio Ferguson), two sup­
porters of the New Afrikan Indepen­
dence Movement, and arrested them in 
a pre-dawn raid. On the same day, 
the FBI and police terrorists raided 
the Harlem Institute of Acupuncture 
which is run by the Black Acupunc­
ture Advisory Association of North 
America (BAAANA). The ·police held 
doctors and patients at gunpoint for 
hours before filling out blank grand 
jury subpoenas, which were subse­
quentl y dropped because of the extra­
ordinarily illegal mmner in,which 
the subpoenas were iSSUed. Brother 
Sol made it extremely clear in open 
court that any statements he may 
have · signed were coer~d' and . he re­
fused to testify to the grand jury. 

On May 11th, three rrore subpoenas 
were issued to Dr. Alan Berkman, 
Shaheem Jabar and Bernardine D:>hrn. 
All three were asked for ex~lars 
and Alan and Bernardine were sub­
poenaed for testirrony • Alan , a 
national leader of the John Brawn 
Anti-Klan Ccmnittee, has given medi­
cal treatment to Puerto Rican Pris­
oner of War William Morales--who . 
was freed by the Puerto Rican armed 
clandestine rrovement-and to New Af­
rikan Freedom Fighters Sekou Odinga 
and Solorron Brown, who were tortured 
by the u.s. government. 

The Terrorist Task Force unsuc­
cessfully attempted to bribe Alan 
with rroney and protection in the 
Federal Witness P.rogram and then 
threatened him with the loss of his 
medical license if he refused to give 
them information. 

Shaheem Jabar was visited by ~ 
bers of the Terrorist Task Force 
and by an informer -- traitor Peter 
Middleton (formerly known as Kamau 
Bayette)--in order to urge comrade ' 
Jabar' to cooperate with them and in~ 
form on his political comrades and 

. friends. Jabar corrpletely rejected 
' any collaboration and immediately 
informed his lawyers of what had 
happened. . 

On April 21, the RICO grand jury 
issued its first federal indictments 

Not to recognize these factors is a 
political and social error. We 
should be aware of the onion tactic-­
that is when your resistance is peel­
ed away stage by stage through iso- . 
lation, propaganda labeling us crimi­
nals and terrorists and the irrprison­
ment and murdering of our front line. 
This tactic can be counteracted by 
mass support for our New Afrikan 
Freedom Fighters, formed into an army 
that is organized by the people for 
the people.

Dr. Shakur, 
a founder of the Republic of New 
Afrika, a leader in the Black commu­
nity's struggle against heroin and 
methadone addiction, one of the first 
Black 'doctors of acupuncture in the 
u.s. and the founder of BAAANA, has 
never been found and is being sought 
by the Terrorist Task Force with 
"shoot to kill" orders. In mid­
September, two rrore comrades' were 
added to the indictrnentand are 
being sought by the FBI: Susan 
PDsenberg, a member of the May 19th 
Corrmunist Organization, and Nehanda 
Abiodun, former editor of the New 
Afrikan ne.;spaper of the Provision­
al Government of b'le Republic of Nav 
Afrika, . acupuncture student and 
staff member of BAAANA. These are 
undoubtedly not the last such in­
dictments. 

As ' we go to press, we have re- . 
ceived news that three rrore sUbPOe­
nas have been issued by the RICO 
grand jury'. Aisha Buckner, a 
health v.urker at BAAANA, is al­
ready in jail for refusing to tes­
tify. Richard Delaney, a doctor 
at BAAANA and a third person ( 
(vmose n.arre we don't have) are 
awai ting court appearances. 

Non-collaboration with any grand 
jury or any institution of the state 
is both a revolutionary principle 
and strategy. The stance that 
these comrades are taking is key to 
being able to actually put a stop 
to the grand juries and build, a rrove­
ment of resistance that won't cc:>rtp­
romise under pressure. Even the 
slightest bit of collaboration or 
information will only add fuel to 
the government's carrpaign to crush 
the revolutionary armed rrovement. 

. Resistance to grand juries, being 
led by these comrades and those ih 
the Puerto Rican and ChicanoMexicano 
revolutionary movements, is an inte­
gral part of protecting and defend­
ing those freedom fighters who are 
at the forefront of the struggle. _

sisted that the captured anti-colo­

. to denounce these .illegal proceed­
ings in particular and the colonial 
government of the United States of 
America in general.

New Afrikans in particular, along 
wi th Puerto Ricans, ChicanoMexicanos, 
Native Americans and other oppressed 
nations within the u.s. domestic em­
pire, are the primary target of 
reagan's war on working and poor 
people.

ARMED FIGHTERS fr. p. 1 
taken up by their reserve armies of 
Whi te vigilant~ groups such as the 
Nazis, K.K.K. 's, right wing para­
military groups and similar Fascist 
groups. Institutionalized racism, 
discrimination, zoning laws and mass 
poverty still restrict most Blacks 
to living within a certain locality 
just as if segregated housing codes 
still existec. Similar methods are 
used to prevent Blacks from getting 
a fair representative share in jobs, 
schooling , politics, health care and 
higher advancement. The same holds 
true for other oppressed national­
ities.

COl onial domination of this system. 
'l'he ruling class cannot and '.'Jill not 
meet our legitimate demands for po­
litical, econoITic and social free­
dom, because t o do so would collapse 
the blood sucking nature of this 
system. .~1ed freedom fighters are 
the advanced guar d of a people mov­
ing toward armed resistance . They 
are the People's Pnny in embryo. 
Their main duty is to defend the 
people and fight for them while edu­
cating and organizing the people for 
nass armed resistance and self­
liberation. 

,Freedom fighters are also con­
fronted with the problem of building 
and ITaintaining an infrastructure, 
or support network, throughout the 
dominated territory. This is neces-

sary so that armed resistance can be 
sustained throughout the protracted 
strusgle. It requires the support 
of the people. To gain this sup­
port, freedom fighters ~ust direct 
n'Ore of their actions toward clear 
acts of defending the oppressed, 
fighting for the oppressed, and re­
taliating against the oppressor for 
gross injustices committed against 
the people. This educates the 
people on the true role of the 
freedom fighter, and it gives the 
people a better understanding of 
the necessary expropriations requir­
ed to sustain armed struggle~ 

T+ue liberation requires the de­
struction of the present colonial 
system that oppresses Btack people. 
It is the only way Black people can 
gain control over their lives and 
become politicallY, economically 
and socially free and independent. 
National independence is essential 
for the consolidation of political 
independence and for pr oviding an 
affluent material and moral life 
for our peop;Le. Self-reliance is 
indispensable for safeguarding 
national independence. Then, with 
our own means and national institu­
tions, we can, begin 'solving the 
problems placed on the agenda by 
the general historical situation.

Some Solutions: 
or Things to . Do 

; 

" This is the first of a brief series in response to Sister Althea's request 
for ' some solutions-or things to do for those not yet ready for guerrilla 
activities . . .' The solution to black people' s problems lies in people's war 
for national liberation. There is no way around this fact. But a people's 
war is a process of development , stage by stage-until a whole people 
take part in it , then they almost always win their freedom . At each stage 
of the struggle, there are indeed many things that people can do, that are 
not necessarily guerrilla activities in themselves, But it must be firmly 
kept in mind that the ultimate purpose of ' all these activities is to con­
tribute to the general mass movement toward people's war. As the old 
Afrikan proverb says : 'Small creeks, make a river.'

especially in the Caribbean and 
Central America, repressing the pop­
ular and revolutionary movements in­
ternally and protecting the inter­
ests of imperialism. 

The Mexican government also claims 
to support Puerto Rican independence. 
It has even hosted an international 
conference in solidarity with Puerto 
Rican independence. This image as 
"defender of the oppressed" is a 
farce. It is a cover for the most 
brutal and oppressive exploitation 
of the in~verished r1exican masses 
by the Mexican oligarchy and yanki 
imperialism. Like in El Salvador, 
thousands of Mexican workers, pea­
sants, students, professionals, and 
revolutionaries have been assassin­
ated or "disappeared" by the re­
pressive agencies and the right wing 
death squads organized and financed 
by the l-1exican ruling class. In 
lfExico law and order is maintained 
through assassination, terror and 

torture. The true intent of Hexico' s 
progressive foreigQ policy is no­
thing but a maneuver to mask repres­
sion at home and to serve as a sta­
bilizing force in the area against 
the popular and revolutionary move­
ments so that they do not swing too 
far to the left. In the strategy of 
the imperialists it appears as the 
nice guy whil~ the u.S. is the bad. 

Our struggle for national liber­
ation does not .need this "solidar­
ity" from murderers, torturers and 
ex?loiters . They are the enemies of 
freedom loving people everywhere. 
We do not need to prostitute our 
political principles to gain the 
tenp::lrary $upport of our class en­
emies who will eventually betray us 
when we no longer benefit them or 
serve their interests. 

To our Chicano/I'1exicano, Black and 
Native American brothers and sisters 
who are fighting within the yanki 
federal state to regain the lands 
and territories stolen from them, we 
extend our deepest and most sincere 
revolutionary solidarity.The F.A.L.N. 
supports the reunification of the . 
Chicano/Mexicano lands in the South­
west and West with Mexico and the 
creation of a non-aligned and social­
ist Mexico; the legitimate right of 
Black people to the land area in the 

South and the creation of the nation 
of Hew Afrika and the right of the 
Native American people's and nations 
to recapture their occupied lands. 
For us there is only one road: armed 
struggle, and one enemy: yanki im­
perialism. In the spirit of prolet­
arian internationalism the F.A.L.N. 
will contribute to 'the destruction 
of the imperialist yanki federal 
state by waging armed struggle until 
Puerto Rico is free of yanki colen­
ialism and interference. 

To the Black freedom fighters who 
are presently receiving the full 
weight of the yanki repressive ma­
chinery and who are being killed and 
tortured by these agents of death, 
your strength, courage and will to 
fight has inspired us. We support 
your fight against the colonial en­
slavement of your people and for 
Hew Afrika and we are as certain of 
the inevitability of your victory as 
we are of ours. 

We also wish to express our solid­
arity with the three North-Americans 
captured in the Brinks expropriation. 

By linking up with your Black comr 
rades and making their s,trugg Ie your 
awn you have put into practice the 
Leninist principle which states that 
the duty of the working class and 
advanced sectors in the imperialist 
countries is to actively assist and 
fight for the liberation of the col­
onies. Companeros, we salute you fo~ 
your example, unselfislmess and to­
tal cornmittment to national liber­
atio~, and the international working 
class .revolution. 

The war for independence and soc­
ialism for-Puerto Rico will not be 
easy and will require many sacrifi­
ces. But the enemy is not invincible. 
Vietnam, Nicaragua, Cuba and now El 
Salvador have proven that. Yanki 
imperialism will do everything pos­
sible to destroy our ' revolutionary 
organizations and crush the aspir­
ations of our people for freedom. 
Their strategy against the independ­
ence movement is clear: on the one 
hand they will try to use their leg­
al and judicial system to force the 
movement into cOurts and away from 
the streets; on the other th~y will 
use violence to intimidate, provoke, 
frighten us and paralyze the work, 
placing us in a defensive position 

. in which we can only react. ' It is in · 
this context that we shou.!-d see the 
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grand jury incarcerations of Carlos 
Rosario Pantojas, Carlos Noya I1ur­
atti and Norberto Cintron Fiallo; 
the frame-up ef Jorge Albizu Orta 
and the assassinations of Arnaldo 
Dario Rosado, Carlos Soto Arrivi and 
Angel Rodriguez Cristobal. The tak­
ing of the case of Vieques ' to the -
Supreme Court in Boston, the invol­
vement of the yanki courts in Puerto 
Rico concerning the student strike 
at the University of PUerto Rico are 
attempts at forcing our struggle to 
take place within the legal appara­
tus of the imperialists. This man­
euver is designed to disarm us and 
place us in a position where we re­
cognize their authority over us and 
where all battles take place when 
and where the enemy determines. 

Our struggle if it is to succeed 
must be guided by the strategy of 
prolonged people's war. In order to 
do this, we must build ,organizations 
which the enemy cannot destroy be­
cause it cannot see them . Only the 
politico/military organization with 
clandestine structures, members and 
methods of work is in a position to 
mobilize and organize our people and 
at the same time wage armed struggle, 
Those independence organizations 
working within the framework of 
bourgeois legality because .they have 
faith in the system, or because they 
feel the conditions are not right 
for the clandestine organization or 
because "they have nothing to hide" 
are only -fooling themselves. v1hen 
they least expect it the enemy will 
annihilate them if it feels these 
organizations pose a threat. 
Puerto Rico is a nation intervened 
by a foreign power. It is mili tar­
ily, economically and politically 
occupied. - As a result the Puerto 
Rican people have always had a . . 
right to pick up arms and the con­
ditions for armed struggle have al­
ways existed. What has been lack­
ing at certain moments have been 
the revolutionary organizations who ­
will lead this struggle. Now these 
organizations exist. Their exist-

ence challenges every independentista 
to either nDve forward by supporting 
and joining the revolutionary armed 
clandestine organizations or step 
aside and show their true colors by 
joining the reformist and autonomist 
sectors which are trying to contain 
the armed struggle for independence 
and socialism. 

The success of our struggle is de­
pendent on the growth and effective­
ness of the armed clandestine 
politico/ military organizations. 
Only they are in a position to ef­
fectively combine and lead the mass 
and armed struggles. Therefore it 
is this unity which we must work for. 
Through the union of the armed clan­
destine organizations, . which have 
been born and developed from revolu­
tionary theory and practice and in 
the heart of battle, we will organize 
the Hational Liberation front and its 
military detachment the People's 
Revolutionary Army. It will be this 
vehicle which will drive the yanki 
imperialists .from Puerto Rico and 
which will lead to the necessary 
structures for the 'construction of a 
Bocialist society.

in the ideas of Locke, of liberty. 
Well, let me, tell you someti.ing. 
Both Locke and Hobbes represented the 
same continuum of thought. Wnat 
were tiley writing about? Tney were 
wri ting about the birth of the rrod­
ern bourgeois state led by b'1e oour­
geoisie. They were talking about a 
society based on capitalism and Jol:n 
Locke said that people come togeti.er 
in a society to protect tileir prop­
erty. 

Property is the rrost i.rrportant as­
;?ect of ti.e writings of Hobbes and 
Locke, and even of John Stuart I·1ill. 
Look at all of yoUr bourgeois lL'beral 
thinkers of the 19th century. You 
will find that just like in ' b'1e US 
.constitution , when the rights of the. 
individual somehow contradict the 
rights of the state, what does the 
state have _the right to do? To r e ­
?ress and suppress. The US consti­
tution says to call forti. ti.e rnli- ' 
tia to put down insurrection. So, 
tile continuum of the constitution 
and the federal state, the continm.lI':1 . 
of Locke and Hobbes. We're Hade to 
believe that sorrehow there are these 
two great traditions, one of autilor­
i ty , one of Hamil ton and the other 
of Jefferson, one of li~~rial govern­
ment, and 'another of c:iemJcracy. !\nC:~ 
we believe it! That's ~le probleo. 

My friends, unlike " and I am not 
bragging , any rrovement that I know 
of, it was the Eleven Puerto Hican 
~OWs who in no uncertain terms put 
the state on trial . For the first 
time in the history of tile so-called 
United States, a group of people said 
"~'Ve do not recognize your jurisc~ic­

'tion. But over and above that, 
you're not even going to get us in-
vol ved in a legal process. 1'Je' re 
not going to have lawyers to repre­
sent us. We're not going to have a 
defense. v.7e will be our own defense 
in front of our people." That is 
why an Haydee Torres can electrify 
a courtroom in New York City and in­
ca?aci tate tile judge who is running 
the court. Na.v, . my friends, there 
was some discussion yesterday about 
the question of women. I'll tell 
you one thing, tilere is no man on 
tilis earti. who can ever tell an Hay­
dee Torres to go to the kitchen! 
There is no judge in the lalld who 
could find an Baydee TOrres guilty, 
or any of the PQV.7s. Because they 
said, not only do you represent tile 
ruling class of this country, but in 
our homeland, Puerto Hico, you repre­
sent pillage made possible by an il­
legal Occupying force. 

My friends, it is extremely i.rrpor­
tant for us to understand the nature 
of the state. 

It's extremely important to analyze 
the theory that led to the building 
of the rrodern federal state of the 
US in order for us to be able to ex­
pose it. Because the seeds of libe-

. ralism are the seeds of fascism. 
Marcuse in the 1930's did a study in 
which he derronstrated the relation­
ship between liberalism and fascism. 
Most people have forgotten about 
that essay by Marcuse. But the fact 
is that there is a direct correla­
tion because Hobbes and lpcke wrote 
that anybody who opposed the federal 
state has to be suppressed by what­
ever means _necessary. 

So my friends, let me say that un­
less we hav.:e a complete vision, we can 
talk about the Ku Klux Klan as an in­
dependent white supremacist organiza­
tion which is of a para-military char­
acter. But there are 00 independent 
para-military organizations in b'1e US . 

In fact, tilere are only two groups that 
really run the whole world--it's tile 
CIA and FBI. They are the ones who do 
everything. 'Ihe KI\K exists r..>ecause the 
state wants it to exist. And we could 
say kill the ' Klan, but unless ,'le clearly 
understand that the state is what's 
behind it, we will never deal with 

. the real problem. You can say kill 
a cop, but 'uniess you understand that 
there is a direct relationship be­
tweentI1e -police precincts in our 
corrmuni ty and the Pentagon, my 
friends, we will never resolve the 
problem. 

We can go on talking . about every 
issue that was discussed in this con­
ference, and if we concentrate on 
building a rrovement on issues alone, 
we are mistaken. We must see the 
relationship between the state an~ 
everything that goes on here. Every­
thing there is -- these things don't 
go on isolated one from the other. 
This system is a whole. Liberal-
ism is an ideology of the ruling 
class. And there is a lot of rrove­
ment in this country. Particular-
l y in the left. To say, oh my god, 
we've got a hundred thousand peo-
ple marching in Washington against 
war in El Salvador and everybody 
thinks boy, people are in rrotion in 
this country. vlell, let me tell you 
... there's a lot of single issue 

politics that the right-wing sup­
ports. And you could say there's 
an anti-nuclear rrovement. Well, let 
me tell you, the American Nazi party 
is an anti-nuclear rrovement, did you 
kna.v that? They don't believe in 
nuclear energy. The American Nazi 
party l' Is that what we're building 
when we talk about the anti-nuclear 
rrovement? And that" s what could 
ha.t>pen. Because single issue pol­
itics leads to populism, and populism 
is part and parcel of liberalism. 
We are not going to build any rrore 
Huey Longs. vie' re not going to go 
in 1984 and provide the Democratic 
Party as the al ternati ve. No we're 
talking about building in ourcomr 
muni ties. We're talking about a 
sla.v process of building~ational 
consciousness. Of building a social­
ist human being. We are talking 
about dealing with the question of 
hegenDny. Because the question of 
repression is not just a physical 
question. ' If it was, we could prob­
ably fight it off. But rrore irnpJr­
tantly, it is a profoundly ideologi-

'- cal question. 

Frantz Fanon vlrote a beautiful 
book called The Wre tched of the ' 
Earth . ' He also wrote anot:ler book 
called Bla'ck races~ White Masks in 
\vlricll he clearly talks about the 
colonial mentality as an illness. 
And what is the colonial mentality 
but a by-product of bourgeois hegern-: ' 
ony. Unless we understand that we 
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IT'.ust combat the ideological hegem:­
onism of the ruling class , we will 
never be able to deal with the prob­
lems ti1at confront us, because we 
can always thlilk ti1at there is sorre 
way out, tilere's some refuge. The 
system sometimes alla;,",s for tilat. 
In order to co-opt people. What 
does this mean? It means, my 
friends, that we must start to 
build wl1at Che Guevara calls tile 
new man and tile new woman . That 
means in our daily lives, we have to 
begin to develop our revolutionaI\J 
rrorali ty, because the only way to 
combat bourgeois rrorali ty, is to 
develop arid to maintain the prole­
tarian rrorality. And some of you, 
immediately the word morality corres 
to your mind, and you get all, oh 
my goodness, this guy must be some 
kind of preacher out of somewhere. 
No. Just as t;:here is a bourgeois 
morality, .tilere is a revolutionaI\J 
rro;rali ty . And we must begin to 
think about that. We must begin 
to build on the basis of a rrorali t y 
tilat deals with not the "I" but b'1e 
"1'!e." 1'. rrorality that begins to 
break 'viti. all those ti.ings that 
entrap us in tJ le system. A rrorali t y 
tilat will guarantee that each of us 
will be, will have the defiance, 
the stature of tile Eleven Puerto 
Rican Prisoners of v'var, the New

NO TERRORISTAS 

"They are freedom fighters, 
not terrorists." 

AfrikanFreedom Fighters, like 
.Sekou Odinga, who was tortured, who 
was beaten but who remained si~ent. 
Who never became a traitor and the 
state knew that they were dealing 
with rrore than just another Black 
man. They were dealing with a new 
Bla_ck man, they were dealing with a 
New AfrjJ:an FreedCit'. Fighter! 

We must build tile tYPe of relation­
sllips, if nothing else comes out of 
this conference , and I think a lot 
more will, it is the comradeship tllat 
we must build with, wi tilin ourselves 
and with our brotilers and sisters 
who are oppressed. 

But at the same t.line I let us be 
conscious that what we're building 
ultimately is definitely nationalist, 
but rrore than that, it is internat­
ional. Because every t.line that a 
New Afrikan fights, he is not fight­
ing, or she is not fighting only for 
New Afrika. He or she is fighting for 
Palestine. He or she is. fighting for 
Puerto Rico. He or she is fighting 
for the reunification of Mexico. 
And so, if we have that in mind, we 
have to begin to deal with the crit­
icism of narrow nationalism. 

He must understand that there are 
whi te people in this country, with 
all the mistakes and all of · the 
problems that the white left has, 
and there are many; with all the di­
visions that. they have lristoricallv

created arrong our rrovements, there 
are still many who are willing to 
struggle. The people who are here 
today are an example of that. And. 
we must build with them, because their 
solidarity , militant solidarity, is 
important. And I say to those white 
people who are here today , there are 
two organizations that you can join. 
John Brown and there is the New Move­
rrent. I think both of those organ­
izations provide for the possibility 
of growing Wlder the leadership of ­
the Third WOrld organizations, Third 
WOrld rrovements. You must clearly 
understand that there is no such 
tI~ing, really, as a horrogeneous vJOrk­
ing class in this country. And that 
tiLe people who face the greatest op­
pression and exploitation are TI1ird 
World workers, and those people have 
the right not only to struggle for 
improvements in their neighborhood, 
but rrore so, to establish their

rarily house prisoners who have been 
hospitalized, and are violent or 
pose a threat to themselves and 
others. The quiet room is also 
used to house prisoners being treat­
ed for psychiatric disfunctions. 
I t is the apotheosis of outlawed 
sensory deprivation units. While 
in the quiet roan, Mr. Tosado has 
not been treated, rather ' he has 
been injected, against his wishes, 
and kept in a drug induced stupor 
for several days. It was learned 
that while he was kept in a heavily 
drugged state, he was interrogated 
by investigators using the same. 
line of questioning utilized by the 
F.B.I. in the case of John McIn­
tosh . That is to say, he was in­
terrogated about his alleged in­
volvement and the F.A.L.N.: 
F.A.L .N. activities in jail; Latin 
involvement with the F .A.L.N. with­
in jail, etc. Several prisoners 
who saw and spoke with Mr. Tosado 
have reported that although drug­
ged, . he was coherent enough to com­
plain about being drugged against 
his will, and interrogated. 

It is important that we point 
out certain facts about Roberto 
Tosado. Mr. Tosado (Flaco) has 
been, imprisoned for close to ten 
years, and is due to be released in 
less than a rronth (August, 1982). 

While incarcerated with the 
P.o.w. 's, he had studied and became 
politicized. In 1978, he was one of 
three Puerto Ricans out of a total 
of 30 prisoners (kno~ as the Ponti­
ac Brothers) indicted after the riot 
which left 3 officers dead. He is 
presently finishing the additional 
time added to his original sentence 
as a result of the subsequent kan""" 
garoo trials which followed the riot. 
Mr. Tosado has been an outspoken ad~ 
vocate of prisoner rights, has suc­
cessfully waged legal battles with 
the D.O.C. And for many years, he 
has been an intelligent and ardent 
supporter of independence and soci~­
lism for Puerto Rico. His acti vi -
ties in j ail have paralleled in many 
ways that of Prisoner activist and -
independentista Car los 'La Sombra' 
Torres, who was recently assassinated 
in a Puerto Rican jail. . We call on 
the D.O.C. to immediately cease 
their barbaric treatment of Roberto 
Tosado. 

I'1ational sovereignty. And when we 
talk about workers, we must think 
about Black workers, we must think 
about ChicanoMexicano workers , ""Ie 
must think about Puerto Rican work­
ers . Your responsibility is to work. 
There are sectors of the white work­
ing class that can be won over . And 
I think you can do it. There are no 
white exceptionals -- and if you 
consider yourself that, then you've 
got a problem. You've got to strug­
gle. But don't struggle in our 
corrmuni ty . Don't poster in our com-

. muni ty . We'll take care of our ovm 
building. You take care of your own. 

With a common vision and a common 
strategy that says the only way to 
ultimately gain anything in this 
country is to take it by whatever 
means necessary. TI1ere is only 
one strategy and that is the strat­
egy of protracted peoples' war. And 
there. is only one ideology and -that 
is the ideology of socialism. And 

' that there is only one rrorality and 
that is ' the revolutionary rrorali ty . 
If we follow these, then we can say 

CONCLUSION : 
It must be emphasized that the 

·real conditions of Pontiac have not 
improved. No steps have been taken 
to enforce the .court ordered im­
provement of the serious overcrowd­
ing. Nothing has been done to develop 
new and better programs in academic 
or vocational fields. Nothing has 
been done to deal with growing guard 
hostility against prisoners. In fact, 

. the same arrogant and repressive atti­
tude by the Pontiac Administration 
continues. The C.O.C. has become 

what Dona Consuelo says in one of her 
poems·, Interna l River~ 

When on~ may have 
a rifle without shooting it~ 

and teardrops 
have ceased to be gunshots~ 
and the land will have been cleansed 

of suffering; , 
the living will welcome the dead anew~ 
and there will flower anew~ 

in the resurgence~ 
the human pur pose deflected through 

the crying times. .

The 
immediate prognosis can be said to 
be further and continued intimidation 
of the prison populat~on, and greater 
unity and resistance by prisoners as 
a response. The administration may 
be creating a self-fulfilling prophesy 
unless it addresses itself to the 
substantial issues and remedies in 
an already highly charged atmos-
phere •

refusal to collabor ate as an excuse 
to get them off the streets and into 
jail. The FBI hopes that the threat 
of jail mi ght drive some l eaders 
underground, "proving they are ter­
rorists," or that this same thr eat 
might pressure less committed act­
i vists to snitch against the move­
ment. 

But this u.s. government strategy 
will fail, as it has in the past. 
Five years ago, an earlier federal 
grand jury "investigating" the FAIN 
jailed 11 Puerto Rican and 
ChicanoMexicano conmuni ty leaders 
who refused to testify (includi ng 
four of the five currently under 
arrest.) But that effort at re­
pression backfir ed on tile u.s. gov­
ernment. In .coming together to 
wage a common struggle against tile 
grand jury, the Puerto Rican and 
ChicanoHexicano movements built · 
deep strategic ties. The u.s. found 
itself faced with a strong co-ordin- , 
ated resistance movement that was 
based upon support for anned strug­
gle against the u.s. empire. The 
1977 grand jury attack ,'las shelved. 

Today the ChicanoHexicano !X)vement 
has called for the socialist re­
unification of Mexico; the destruct­
ion of the illegal border that sep­
arates southe:q1 Mexico from the oc­
cupied northern territories (the 
present u.s. southwest). The power ­
f ul revolutionary threat of 90 mil­
lion Mexicans on both sides of the 
border united with the Puerto Rican 
independence movement is e1e reason 
why u. s . in\oerialisIT. has again foc-

used tile grand jury attacks against 
bQth movements. 

The only acceptable response to 
any of these grand jury attacks must 
be the principled stand of non-col­
laboration -- the refusal to legit­
imize the u. s. witch hunts against 
revolutionary movements for national 
liberation. Progressive white north 
americans must join under the lead­
ership of the Puerto Rican, 
ChicanoMexicano and New AfrjJcan 
movements to build a grand jury re­
sistance movement that is founded 
on this principle. •

Adewol e Umoja , a representative of 
the National Committee t o Defend New 
Afrikan Freedom Fighters f rom the 
National Territory , spoke at the eve­
ning progr am i n Los Angeles . He em­
phas i zed that the deve l opment of peo­
pl e 's war to ·win national indepen­
dence i s a multi - facet ed struggl e 
which involves all sect ors of the 
Black Nation . And , speaking t o the 
impor t ance of nat ural a l lies , he 
said, "We understand tha t New Afri ka 
cannot be free without the liberat ion 
of Puert o Rico . We u."lders tand that 
New Afr ika cannot be free wi t hout 
land r eturning t o the ChicanoMexicano 
'people . " This was expr essed con­
cretely with the participation of 
speakers from the MLN , a revolut i on­
ary Puerto Ri can and ChicanoMexicano 
or ganization in the U.S., and the 
Camite Naci onal Contra l a Represi on. 
Both or ganizations a l so joined in 
the Saturday demonstrations in Watts 
and Harlem. 

Speakers at the evening programs i n 
both cities addressed the importance 
of White nor th americans uniting with 
New Afrikan People ' s War t o free the 
national t erritory (what i s currently 
'called Loui siana, Mississi ppi, Ala­
bama , Georgia and South Carolina) and 
defeat U. S. imper i a lism. A spokes­
woman from Prair i e Fire Organizing 
Committee said , "We say death t o im­
per i a lism because imperialism can 
have no al t erna ti ve . There can be no 
r e form or hal fway measures , only the • 
total dismant ling and destruction of 
the f edera l system that is called the 
U.s. Independence and socialism for 
Puerto Rico , socialis t reunitication
