MLAMBO’S NEW YEAR MESSAGE

Armed Azanians
now return fire

LESS than a year has elapsed since the Commander-In-Chief of the Azanian People's Liberaiion
Army (APLA), Cde Johnson Mlambo, made It public that the PAC, through its army, was giving
arms to the ordinary Azanian masses gnd tralning them Intemally.

This was in line with previous PAC statemenis that the organisation will nol angage In any activity,
esperially ingide Azania, if 1hat aclivily does not serve to increase the fighting capaclty of the maaaesa.

We have remalnad absolulely conststent in and falthful to this approach because the present relentloss
and increasing brutallly of the regime has provon 1o all that arming the Atrican people remains the most
urgaitt task of the Azanian tiberation movement.

How far APLA forces have gone In ¢arrylng oul this cruciaf task, doas not at all need to be stated by us,
nar by the ragime, which I8 well known or notorious for witholding information on actlvities involving Azanlan
frandom lightara.

Tha prevailing situation in Azania 13 Number One authority on this quastion. To put it in one short and
modast senlance: Azania Is returning fire on white South Africa.

To you, the struggling Azanian masses, we say hats off{ We say so because it s you, and you alone, who
have changed the situation. No one but you deserve the credit. You have stood up.

You have mades the task glven to APLA by the PAC leadership much easier. And the fact that not many
o' tho gallant APLA combatants operating in the country have bean arrested, killad or wounded explaing
the corroctrness of the PAGC slrategy and tactlcs.

Wae aro not at all suggesting thal there i3 ever a struggle without casuallles, bul casuallies are only selbacks
and we would rathar without them, il wa can help it.

v/e cannot lake comfort al having setbacks simply becauas withoul them it will be saild, as usuzl, that
“the PAC is doing nothing™. Wo do not want publiclly through sotbacks because that, to us, 18 bad publicily.
We want recognttion lor achievements or victorles.

We do things our own way and at our own pace. The time Is fast approaching when no one will doubt
our strangth on tha ground, let alone our presence inside Azanla.

Fallow Azaniang, the racist South Afrlcan Defence Force may still be atrong but, In the words of the late
Cdn John Nyathl Poketa, 1t is in dofance of the Indefenclble™.

Tha onamy has gone mad and is killing more and more Indlscriminately. It haa murdered the gallant Cde
Samora Machel, and soveral othar leaders of the Frontiine States are on Pretoria’s hit-list.

And the only way we can help spare the lives not only of those leadors on the hit-lisl, but also ol our
nwn peaple who are dying dally, is to hit hardes! at the enemy soldiars and police, ag the Gommandsr-in-
Chiet Cde Miambo has ordered.

Wa must keap the enemy more busler at home to dapriva It of the manpowoer and tima to go to the Frontline
States. As an organisation, we have never subjecied the nelbouring states to attacks by the ragime, but
Pratoria has always found some excuse, I any is neadod, to engage In acls ol aggresslon agalnst these

poacelul slalas.

Lot us contlinue to {ight trom within Azania bacause thare 1s no alternative. We are our own liberators
and will only Hiberate Azanla through the barral of the gun, with bullets firad from within the country Itaelf.

THE Pan Africanist Congress of Azania will thia year intensify Its miilary programme of arming and training
tha masses to strike harder at the Pretoria regime, the PAC chairman, Cde Johnson Mlambo, has said In &

New Year message.

This was in recognition of the teaching by the PAC
president, Cde Zeph Mothopang, that "a nation
without arms 18 no natlon”, sald Cde Mlambo In his
message to Azanlans.

"We therefore, declare 1987 as the Year of Arming
tha People, arming them both mentally and physically
to Increase thelr lighting capacity.”

Summarlsing PAC actlvities Inslde South Africa
last year, Cde Mlambo sald 1988 had been a year of
""momentous evenis”, with the PAC army, the
Azanlan People's Liberation Army, having scored
groat success In expanding its ranks, arming and
tralning the masaes.

It was now widely recognised thatl the PAC was
vary aclive inslde South Africa, with the regime
admlitting that hundreds of trained PAC men had
been In the country aa far as back 1876.

*During 1988, raclat chleftaln P.W. Botha and two
of his ministers then, Louls le Grange and Louls Nei,
had to accuse us falsely of sending whal they call
hit squads,” sald the PAC 1eader.

"In the meantime thousands of our unarmed
patrlota were cut down by enemy fire, but many more
rushed forward like a tiger that no force could hold
back.

“This growing reslstance of the oppreseed
Azanlans In a foretaste of what our angry masses will
do In the approaching stage of the armed atruggle.
It 18 a strong remindor to the raclsts that we are
Indeed In the 19808 — the decade of tha Azanlan
ravolution.”

On Lhe labour front, he sald after hatiing the birth
ol the 500 000-strong Cosatu, the PAC had welcomed
the formatlon of the 420 000-memmber Cusa-Azactu
Federation following the merger of two of the
country's largeat black conaclousneas labour groups.

He urged the labour unlons to take up the graat
task of unlonising the malority of the workers who
were at present oudtside the labour bodles and to
create condltions to promote overall trade union
unlity, o Ta page ¢
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“To our women, youth, peasants and other
comrmunitias, the PAC racognlsas your contributions
in your respactive fronts. You are ditferant battallons
in one army of self-same siruggle.”

On tha quastion of whites, Cde Mlambao sald: "We
wiah to amphasisa thal the freadom of the Africans
wili mnan tha freadom of all in Azanla, the whites
mcluded, bacause only African maJorIly rule can
quaranten the establishment of a gonuine democracy
in our counlrv.I

“Wa conlinua standing for equal righis for all
individuals Bu!l the whites flrsl have to accept
allnglance 1o Africa. Once a truly non-raclal
demacracy oxists In Azania, all Individuala, whatever
their colour or origin, will be accepled as Alricans.”

Cde Mlambo said tha oppressed people In Soulh
Alilca ware demanding “‘one parson one vote In one
undivided non-raclal Azanla. All our patrlotic
organisations should rastate this as our immediale
damand.”

The PAC leader noted that Internatlonal suppont for
the cnusa of tha oppressed In South Alrica had
during tha past year “taken a great loap forward”,
boosling the morale of the atruggling massaes Inslde
the counlry.

*'For our part, we extend our solidarlty to al! others
fighting tor iibaration In all pants ol the world. We
aapacially axtend our support for and solldarlty with
the Palastinlans under the leadership of the PLO
headad by chalrman Yasser Arafat.”

Ex-mighty SA
now has cracks

THE once mighty South Africa, which then boasted
that It could contaln any internal atrife and stlil hit
any target South Africa of the Equator, now has
cracks as Pretoria’s abllity to realat domestic political
and military pressure appears to be falling.

The regime had establlahed zome military
structures to take over e “civliitan” administration
officially called National Security Managemsnt
System (NSMS). The alm was to try and contain ths
offensive by the Azanian people, who are being armed
by the PAC through APLA.

Thesa military structures, called Joint
Management Centres (JMC), were designed to, In
Pretoris’s own worda, ''find solutions to leglitimste
grisviencea so that revolutionary forces are pre-
empted”,

However, a high-ranking racist Stste Security
Council officis! haa tacHly sdmitted that things have
not come 1o any better, saying that the JMC, In fsct,
had been designed to easiat In re-establighing the
“givillan” structure. '

Aa the saying goes, “it Is not the stere of &

Fear grips whites as
Africans fight back

THERE is growing fear In South Africa and abroad that the conflict In the racist-ruled countr
is taking 8 new dimenslon threatening to silence the voice of moderation, with the conflic

assuming a black versus white character.

And the alluallon, it 18 feared, waa now clearly
drifting in tavour of Lhe “radical black natlonalist
organisations led by the banned Pan Alricaniat
Congress. who are advocating an all-out black war on
the whita government of South Africa and Its
aupporiers.”

The Iinternational Instltute of Strataglc Studles, In
a recently pubtlahed report. sald: ““Polarisation and
violence have been increasing and seem certain to
continue threataning 1o stlli the volce of moderation
and making It more difflouit to bring about a
compromlae.”

The report in a paper entitied "South Africa and Its
Nelghboura: The Dynamics of Raglonal Conflict™ by
Robert Jasler, adds: "For the Weat, there would be
political as wae!l =~ 2conomlc repercuasions as the
world reacts to scenns of racial violance on all sides
{whites and blacka).”

The haad of APLA's research, Informatlon and
propaganda sectlon, Cde Jonny Majozl, told Azanla
Combat recently.'"From fears now belng expressed
hoth In South Africa and overseas, an impreasion is
being glven that fighting back by the Africans Is
glving the conllict what Ia called a new dimenaslon.’’

Slnce 1852, he said, when Europeans Invaded
South Africa, Africans had been brutaliy dying in tha
hands of whites. This of courae had been crilicisad,
but not with the vigour with which tha fighting back
by Afrlcans was now being criticised.

“Now that whites ars beginning to be on the
recalving and, Azantans and the prograssive world are
being told that the conflict Is getting out of hand.”

It was unlortunate that some elements within one
libaration movement *'agree with thoae whose kitF
and kin are in grave peorli as Azania returns fire on
white South Alrica”, sald Cde Majozl In an apparen!
raference to an Interview during tha Non-Allgned
summil In Harare in which a commander of tha!
organisation was quoted as saying that his army was
working very hard to prevent the war from
dogenarating into a black-whita conflict.”

The commandar 3ald: “We have a vary good reeson
tor working very hard to pravant this struggie from
becoming a black versus white struggle becauas we
nead these whites; we nead ali the people of South
Africa to devalop that country (supposediy aite:
Indepandeanca).”

Asked Cde Majozl: "How do you get to
Indepandence without firat hit{ing hardest on those
who place and malntain the Pretoria regime |In
power?"

Ha reterrad to a atatamant by Prime Minister Cde
Robert Mupgabe of Zimbabwe In Harsre on Juna 1%
this ysar in which he toid Azanlans at a solldarity rall
that “boers are afrald to dle; they fear death. The
more of them you kil the nearer you wlil gat to yous
goal."

Cds Majozi sald with the intansification of the
PAC's "ARM THE PEOPLE csmpaign Inside Soutr
Alrica, the Azanian masses were now hitting bach
and waere in complata agreement with the view!:
axprasaed by the Zimbabwean leadar.

Undercover US
arms shipments
to SA exposed

LONDON — A large-scale undarcovar o_uoi__.o_._ has
been lsunched to send arms to apartheld South
Alsica from the Unlted States and Europe In deflancs
of Intarnational law, a Britlsh newspapar rsporied
hars racently.

In a front-page atory, the newspapar, Independent,
sald: "The arms, weighing naeady B0 tonnes, ara
almost certainly part o! ths United States
govemmen!’s cover! military aid to the UNITA bandits
In Angols.”

Coming hard on tha heeis ol the Amsrican sale of
arms to Iran, “these new disciosures,” the papar eaid,
“wlll desply embarass the Reagan sdminlstration
sinca the shipments break sven United Siaies own
Iaw and have all the marks of a bungled operstion”.

It is allegal to 3and arms {0 apartheid South Africs
under the Unlied Natlons arms embargo and under
the Antl-Apartheid Act passed In October by the
Amuerican Congress.

There hava been at lags! three known shipments
and a plan to send about 40 tonnes of machine-guns
from Handuras, airlft neardy 20 tonnes of rocket
tmunching equipment irom Bwitzerland and of arms
from Belglum all to Johannesburg, sald the Brtish

linited Stetes Prealdent Ronsld Reagan in acands!
alter acandel.

Panic—stricken whites now
recognise PAC line

THE political line champloned by the Pan Africanist Congrssa of Azanla Is beginning to be
racognised by soms liberal South African whites, aithough this may not maan that they necessarity

accept and agres with It.

And thla Africanist line or the Azanian tendency
has of fate galned more sirength in South Atrica,
admita renowned llberal writer Michael Attwell In an
analyllc political plrce In the Londen Timas
(Seplember 15, 1988).

Attwall, author of "SOUTH AFRICA: Baokground
to the Crisis", forecasta that South African whites
“will finally yield to an indlgenous African
govarnment In South Africa.”

He warnes his folks thal now la “the beginning of
a showdown between white gnd black nationatiams”
and laments that whitas "will have to ¢hocse
between ylelding now to reformiat demends by
reaoanable and accommodaliva groupinga or face
radical black rula in future.”

Altwell goes a stap further to say thai thers had
been a strong iradition of Afrlcanism in black South
@To pagen
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Attican politics which, ha says, represants the idea
that only those who fdentify tully with Africa are true
cilizens in a country on the conlinant, and In this
<30, South Africa.

He conlesses thal this position, which is
championed by e PAC In South Alrica, is “avowedly
non racis!t but adds that “'tha practical effect of its
approach is that many whites tall outside the range
of 115 sympathy In whatever il says™.

Atricanism, Allwell continues, has become fused
w itg modern forms wilh radlcal opposition to
~apitalism which it agsoclates with whites in South
Atrica He does not necessarlly disagree with this
altttude,

Atrwall obsarvas that the reformists or moderates,
howiver hiard they try, will not be able to tmmedtately
transtarm the lives of most blacks and warns that
rany wil be disgruniled and hotd the view that they
hart baan compromised to whitas. Many others will
dernand more raclical action.

It iv in this respect where the Africanist tradlilon,
ar sirply the PAC, will stage ““coup de grace’ — a
situntion Altwell would least want to 3ea.

Things do nol auger wall {or this liberal writer whe,
like may of his Iolka. s frustrated at Alricanism’s long
andurance, the strangth of !ts appeal and
organisation as well as the fact that it is coherent and
wel entranched”, to use his own words. This power
of Alricanism, he admils, is indestructible in the
South African polilics.

Attwell surely knows hia stuff, but not all of it. Nor
dnes ha interpret things In their full context and place
thnoi in correct persppctive. His inabllitiea, or
“latibarate ormmmissions, are undersiandable. The man

is a white llbaral through and through. It Is 88 simple
as that,

Ha Is, for Instance unaware or Ignorea that what
he rafars to as "black” nationaliam Is "African”
natlonalism to the Africaniats. He also miases the
point on what Africanism expects from whites who
want to be regarded as Afrlcans.

Alricanists are not asking the whitea In South
Alrica merely to "ldentiy” with Alrica. They are
asking for mcre than that. They are asking them to
recognise that Azenla Is an African country (not a
European ona); that Azanla was ruied by the black
people when Europeans invaded It in 1852; and that
Alricans are today fighting for the restoration of Lhat
land of Azanla to its rightful ownaers, who are the
Azanlans,

Thon the Africanists say: “Alrica (In this particulsr
casa Azanla) befongs fo tha Alricans, with all those
who pay their only alleglance and ioyally 1o Africa and
accept the democratic rute of an Alrican Indiganous
majority being regarded aa Alricans.”

Thaose whites who are In the opposite sldo of
things are In trouble with the Azanltan Paople’a
Liberation Army (APLA), the mllitary wing of the
Afrlcaniats or, In a word, of the PAC. Attwaeli [a quite
right when he speaka ol a ''showdown between white
and black natlonallams™ in South Africa.

Limited through It still Is, the war aganist white
supremacy, or whal Attwell calls "white natlonaliam®,
continues and APLA willl stop at nowherae falling short
of the realisatlon of the goals of the Africanlsts.
Liberal analysts are grudgingly, 1f ever they havs any
choice, beginning to accepl the Judgement of history
In Azania — Alrican rule in South Alrica.

AS the Azanian People’s Liberation Army continues with its programme of arming and training
the people intemally, APLA commander-in-chief Cde Johnson Mlambo, has warned that bleck
policemen who refused to reaign are belng deait with by the masses.

And reports say It is believed In ofliclal raclat
clircles that black consciouaness young men, armed
and tralned by PAC combatants Internally, could have
been behind a numbar of attacks or counter-aitacks
on police In Soweto and other black townshipa.

A tlerce gunbattie broke out In Soweto recently
when the black youths opened lire on municipal
police, the raclat Bureau of Informatlon sald, It
claimed that there were no casuallies.

The battle followed a simltar attack earllar this year
when black mliltants staged a spectacular attack o

municlpal police undergding tralning on a parade

ground In Soweto, killing seven and Injuring several
othere.

The PAC, sdherring to Its well-known policy ol
sllence on activities linked to Ita men, has not
commenied on any of the two and other unreported
attacks.

Commander-in-Chlef Cde Mlambo, who Is alao the
PAC chairman, told a racent meeting In Parts: ''Many
of the black policemen now llve in tents outside
police etatlons, unable to atay In thelr homes In the
townahlps.”

The puppst policeman were now asking for a
eaparate residentlal area where they and thelr
famlllas could live.

"It Is now common knowlsdge that the regime’s

agenisa, collaborators, policemen and othera have
beean and atlll are victima of the people’s wrath inalde
South Africa,” sald Cde Mlambo, who has ordered
APLA combstanis to strike the main blow at enemy
soldiars and police,

“To snaure that those accused of working for the
reglme are not punished without a fsir trall, psopie’s
courts have baan aet up In many of the townsh|ps and
thess are already functioning.” *

LIKE the "Viva APLA” message on thy walla
ol Sobhukwe High (formerlly Seleleka
Secondary Schoal) here, political slogans
continua sprouting In South Africa’s black
townships as the Ilberation struggle against
Pretoria hots up.

Thess warrtings that the days of seltler white
minority rule may still be many bul countable are
unltolding from nawspapers on to the walls with
unpracedonled fervour.

This war ol words I3 bamg fought on avery surface
where spray paint sticks, be it walls, school buildings,
bitl-borards or even on rocks, .

Although some of tha messages are out of line,
many ol the grlffiitt mean real business.

It cartainly i not a one-sided affalr. The regime as
well is using [ts own apraycan artista, some of whom
have wrilten such reaclionary massages as "Viva
SADF” right in Soweto.

But asuch messages, which are clearly
franagresaing the lraditional bounds ol candour,
usually do nol last because Lhe battle lines have now
bsen wall drawn. One cannot possibly beat the
m:59038 in thair own game and let alone one which
Is being playsd at thelr own terrain — the black
‘townsahips.

YHE walls know Libyan leader Cde Muammar Qaddaf!
too well because hls country has reportedly given
various types of military tralning to hundrads of APLA
combatants who ara now scatterad all over apartheld
South Africa, carryling out the PAC liberation
programme.

One massage says it all: "Viva LIbya". Funny, yes
i may sppear, but what the massage actually means
Is "Viva APLA" because the name Libya as used by
Pretorle refers 1o PAC guerilias, hundreds of whom,
it Is belleved, hava been trained in that country,
armed and inflitrated Into South Afrlca where they
have organlaed themseives into *'hit-squads" and
were running a "lerror show’'.

No need for response bacause the masses now
know that "hit-squad” Is another name for “guariiia
unit" and “'terror show” refers to “guerilia attacks"”
againat Pretoria.

the PAC Chiet Representative In ZImbabwe,
Cde Waters Tabotl, sald hers recantly.

“Tha gun 13 our sword into Canaan, a genuinaly
free and Indepandent Azania," he old a Zimbabwean
journalist, Lemmy Mugabe, irt an exciusive interview
publishad in that country's biggest daily newspaper,
The Herald.

Gdea Tobotl, who was interviewed while attending
a YMCA maasting in the ZImbabwaean capital, sald the
PAG was tralning personnel in many countries
worldwlda for the evanlual takeover ol State power
In Azanla.

South African whites, he said, had no reason to
tear a PAC takeover because lhe organisation held
no grudges agalnst white |ndividuals. It was
spearheading the light against the raclst State
machinery and It8 supporters.

"‘What we are fighting for is to selze Steta power
and reposseas the land ol Azanla and no one should
fear the repercuasion. We are fighting for psace and
what is happening in ZImbabwe is what we Intond to
do in South Africa.”

Cde Tobotl added, however, that South African
whitas should not expect the PAG and the Azanlan
people to accep! them as Europeans in Africa; they
had to be Alrlcans and could only be so I they pald
their alleglance and loyaity only to Africa and accep!
the democratic rule of an African majority In Azanla.

On the war, he sald fighting had {o be expanded

More and more monster stories aboul POQO were
wrillen batween the 19608 and the 19708 untli one
prominent liberal, Tom Lodgs, put an end to il on
February 8, 1884 in an article on the Rand Datly Mail.

He observed: "'The largesl and mos! sustained
insurrection by a black movement in South Alrica in
modern times was mounted by POQO, the
underground wing ol the outlawed Pan Alricanist
Congress.”

in the same article, Lodge concluded: "The
persistence ol the movemen! over 4 relatively long
time-span and over a large geographical area qualily
POQO to lay claim 10 the most sustained insuriaction
by blacks in South Alrica’s modern history.”

in his resaarch, Lodge heard of no rituals or orgies
and thus stories ot that bad taste were
unceramoniously thiown in the dustbin where they
in tact belong. But mora imporianily, Lodge’s
accounl sealed the fale of attempts to promotae some
othar armed wing over POQO in the armed attacks
of tha 1960s and early 1970s.

At the same timae, this accoun! confirmed the fact
that the emargence of the PAC and POQO in the
South Afrlcan political and military acene radically
transformed the nature and tempo of the Azanian
struggle for total Independence and self-
datarmination.

Today POQQO has been transformed into the
Azanian People’s Liberation Army (APLA) which
remains commilted 10 tha contlnuation and
intensitication ot the armed struggle under the
polilical leadership of the PAC.

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Little did this gallant fightar know that Cabral and
Eduardo Mondlane betore him were pracurgors and
models of the tate tha! was to befall him, and that
the sentiments he expressad on the late heroes were
1o ba echoed some years later by others at his own
funeral, and under almost ldentical tragic
clrcumstances.

The great fighter, the salflass revolutionary, the
Incomparable and Inimitable Samora Molses Mache!
{8 no more because something, if not someone, most
definitely in apartheld South Atrica, on that tateful
night of October 19, decided to cut short that
dynamic life, the life of probably the only man who
can fittingly be assoclated with the famous saylng:
“'Aluta Continua”.

A tiralens fightar, Cde Samora Machal I8 not dead,
but has lallen In the struggle agalnst apeartheid,
opaning an lmmensa vold around all In Southern
Africa. Hia passing away fell upon all suddenly,
wrapping Mozamblquae and the reglon in a mantia of
sorrow and angulsh.

The queatlon now Is not who Is responalble, but
rather how the obvious death-dealer did it.

Many theorles have been put forward, but the most
reailstic remains that advanced by aviatlon experts,
who have concluded that pllots of the Tupolov 134A
prasiaential piane were lured from thelr destination
by a powarful portable baacon placed on the South
African side of the border.

An analysis ot the llight from Mbala, overhead
Lusaka, into Zimbabwe where It flaw for 52 minutes
and then south-bound to the Limpopo reporting point
and over the Mozamblcan town ot Lionde, has shown
that the plane had a pertact flight,

From thare the plane had a mare 52 nautical miles
to tly, no mors than 10 minutes, Into Maputo,
Passangers had even been to!d 1o fasten thelr seat
balts ready for landing in a few minutas time, and this
was perfectly ncrmal as the plane was approaching
Maputo.

But that 10 minute fiight was never completed.

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Old PAC man speaks
as Azania reacts to
the death of Machel

THE first reaction in Azania to news of the death of President Samora Machel ot Mozamblque
came in less than 24 hours after the crash lrom organisations and indlviduals espousing the
Azanlan tendency line, among them an old internal-based member of the Pan Africanlst Congress

of Azania.

Cde Joalas Madzunya, that PAC founding member
who achoed Cde Zeph Mothopeng's call to arms
before anyone else had thought about it, sald:
"Samora Machel's political and mllitary skills
changed rugged African persons into a formidabie
milltary force that toppled the Portuguese settiers In
hls country.”

He added: “It was the victory of Frellmo under
Machel which changed the course of the
Zimbabwean struggle leading to Smith's downlall
and It wae that Mozamblcan victory which Inaplrad
the on-golng black regiatance in this couniry (Azanla)
which has shaken the regime since 1876."

Cde Madzunya’'s reaction came shortly after the
news that the Mozambican leader and a number of
his colleagues had been killed in a plane crash in
Mbuzinl near Komatipoort.

The death of Cde Machsei, he sald, was a
tremendous blow to the whole of Africa, aspeclally
the struggling peoplaes In the southern region of the
conlinent.

The PAC Chalrman and APLA Commander-In-Chlef,
Cde Johnson Mlambo, sald: “Cde Samora Machel
took up arms to liberate his country from 500 years
of Portuguese coloniallam and succeeded.”

Cde Mlambo, who made the statement from the
PAC external headquarters in Dar Es Salaam a few
houra after the news of Cde Machsl's death, sald the
late gallant fighter had bellaved that unieas the whole
of Southarn Africa was truly free, "Mozamblcan
Independence face constant threat” from South
Alrica.

"'His principied support for thosge stili struggling
for genuine liberation and sell-determination was the
cornersione of the Mozamblcan toreign policy. lt was
this princlpled stand which made Mozambique a
target of South Africa,” sald the PAC leador.

The other Azanian tendency who made early
commaents on the tragic death of the Mozambican
leader inciuded the Azanlan Psopla’'s Organisation
(Azapo), which ssld: "We In Azania respec! 1he
personal contributions made by Cde Machal in the
Mozambican struggle agalnst Portuguesa
colonialism In particular and imparialism In genaral.'

It had been In recognition ol his "sterhng
feadership” that in 1874 Azanlans had celebralad the
victory ot 1he Frelimo forces against the Portuase
colonlallat froops.

ON October 22 1986, one of the heroes of the world’s longest march eves taken by man and one
of China’a most outstanding revolutionary leaders, Marshal Ye Jlanying, died at the age of 80,
marking perharps the beginning of an end to the distiguished generation whosse members are

not easy to Introduce.

Indead, tha late Marshal Ye nesded no introduction
1o the Chinese people; nor to the Azanian People’'s
Liberation Army (APLA), many of whose members
had the opportunity 1o visit the Chinese town of Slan
where Cde Ye was liaison officer of the Eighih Route
army in the early stages o’ "he Chineaa revolution.

Cde Phama loid Azania Combat Il a recont
interview that the late Marshal Ye "'know no other lite
inan that as a revolutionary. He dedicated his whole
Jile not only to the liberation and soclalisl
construction of China, but also the cause ot ths
oppressed world people, including strugg@ling
Azaniana.”

The PAC defence secretary sald Marshal Y«‘a’a
death was a big blow not only o the graat Communist
Party of China, the Chinese Peopie’'s Liberation Army
and the People's Republic of China, but aiso the
Azanian people, the world oppiessed peoples and the
world soclalist movement.

The late Marshal Ye was a gresl proletarian
ravolutionary leader, a diatinguished slateaman, an
outstanding military strategisi and, in hls own right,
a battle-tested and hardened soldier, said Cde
Phama.

His revolutionary career goes back lo the days ol
Dr Sun Yat-8en, of the heroes of China's democratic
movement. Marshal Ye |oinad Communist Party In

Meanwhile, racist' South African troops barred
journalists from entering Mamoliodl 10 covar the
funoral and aealed off the Raphael Roman Catholic
Church, where the sarvice was held. Many newsmon
were turnad back while a few others made their way
1o the asarvice through back roads.

Tha PAC, as usual, has not yet commeniad 7n the
anti-Suzman incident.

Uncle Zeph, who In the 19303 originated the
historic line that “a nation without arms Is no natlon”,
had no iltusions that his fight would not be aasy
because the racist rulers would be more brutal In
their anforcement of Bantu Education.

The fight he ploneered In the 16508 continues
today as black youths resciutely rasiet Pretoria’s
attempt to feed them with that educstion through the
barrel of the gun.

A visit to the schools in the townships by an Azenla
Combat corresponding team has reavealed that
apartheld education has virtually collapsed
throughout the country after years of tummoil in the
African schools. A

Miilions of school puplis and teachers have stehed
implementing Peopte's Education.

But since the relmposition of state of smargency
In June 1886 the notarious but civillan Department

of Education gnd Training (DET) has given way to the -

racist army and police. Scldlers and cops have been
brought Into African schools, tuelling clashes
between puplis and the racist authorities.

Many schools have become batttegrounds, with
many beling surrounded with barbed wire fencing,
sacurity gates and, in s0me casas, floodlighting has

been Installed as troops and police make a bid to -

astablish themaeives In the schools amid widespread
resistance.

In fact, soldiers and poilce have gone much further
not only to invade the classrooms, but are trying to
enforce teaching of the racist and Infarlor syllabus.

And horrifying raportsa of brutality against resisting
puplis have reached Azania Combat correspondents
In the countiy.

Puplis who boycott classes In protest against the
army and pollce activities are being rounded up at
thelr homes and forcibly taken to school where thay
are ordered to study the apartheld syliabus at gun-
polnt.

At Oriando High School In Soweto, where Uncle
Zeph taught before baing summarlly fired because
of what he was teaching the students, racist soldlers
broke Into classrooms while lassons were In progress
and told students that Portuguese navigator Vasco
da Gama was “the first man to be In South Africa",

" In many other schools, espacially In Soweto,
military units with armoured vehicles were stationed
in school-yards and at Mus! High Schoal raciat troops

>went a step furthar to use the school-yard as a parade
ground, driiling and steging mock batties.

. Commenting on all these developments, the APLA
Political Commissarlat has sald that while offorts to
promota iberation education were commendable and
encouraged to continue, time should soon come
when schoolyards should see scenes of armed
resistance against the hated apartheld syilabus.

“The maln objective of the PAC campalgn to arm
the peopla Is to boost the fighting capacity of the
masses and this Includes enabling the youths to
effectively resist the colonial education of the
regime,” sald the army political department Ina
statement to Azanla Combat.

“These raclst troops, who are now staging mock
battles in the school-yards, should bo drawn Into real
batties and these are In the pipeline.”

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The Azanlan National Youth Unity, a nationally
based youth organisation Inside Azanla,
unequivocally denounced ‘necklacing’ recently and
described It as ‘counter-revolutionary barbarlsm

‘Nacklacing’, which s the placing of a tyre around
a victim‘s neck and setting it alight, has been used
by certain elements calling themselvea "comrades"
against suspected police Informers and other
‘agents of tha system". It has also been used agalnst
political opponents.

Attacking ‘necklacing’ at a Press conference,
AZANYU said: “Much as we hate police Informers
and other puppets, we howaver aee this necklace
barbarism as tarnishing our Intergrity as

revolutionaries and presenting a cannibal-llke image
or o:-onzoo.:

The PAC, in a recent statement, described the
atand by AZANYU as “timely’’ and sald: *‘Our hate of
police informers and puppets of the regime should
not drive us into adopting methods that in essence

are counter-revolutionary and portray a faise image
of our just struggle.”

The PAC called on all organisations fighting the
regime Inside Azania to publicly denounce
‘necklacing and actively work towards putting an end
to this method of dealing with suspected informars,
agqnts of the regime as wall as political opponents.

**The PAC of Azanla, for Its part, will do everything
within its means to contribute towards putting an end
to this barbarism and wili not heslitate to strongly

condemn those perpetrating or condoning it,”” said
the statement.

Vigilantes take
Pretoria’s side

THE vigllante groups [n Azanla have now openly come on to the side of the lawless so-called
security forces against the genuine aspirations of the people, according to reports from various

parts of the country.

The reports say the vigilantes do not attack
gangsters as they Initlally clalmed, but now openly

attack people who are rising, against the Pretoria
regime.

In Moutse, the vigliantes attacked people who did
not want to be part of KwaNdebele, a racist bantustan
creation. In Leandra and Huhudl, they attacked
people who did not want the communrlty councll,

Including those who had started thair own
committees.

In Umzall, Natai, the “Amabutho” wanted to burn
houses of people who were opposead to the regime’s
racist system and those who advocated the boycott
of white shops In New Crossroads, near Cape Town
were harrassed. In Thabong and Tumahole in the Free
State, the vigilantes beat up children who were
boycotting classes. In the same area they used board
cars to take people away.

When asked by a community member for
protection agalnst the vigilantes, a police officer In

one police statlon replled: “We cannot stop them and
you cannot lay any charge against them.”

The reports say that hundreds of antl-government
people have either been killed or disappeared
following encounters with the vigilantes.

According to the reporta, savage beatings and
brutal klilings of activists In the country have been
carried out by the vigltantes after the “police and the
army could not stop the unrest”.

According to definition, a vigliante committee is
a group which sets Itself up without legal authority
and Is expected to act Independently of the usual
process of law enforcement.

Up to now there has baen a single report from the
raclst South African Bureau of Information about the
so-called security forces’ action against these
vigllante groupa, an Indicatlon that thesa groups are
part of the lliegal settler regime's terrorist apparatus.

WIth the obvious coliaboration between the two,

APLA forces will have no alternative but to add the
vigllantes In thelr ever-increasing list of targets.

Boer spy jailed
in Zimbabwe

HARARE — A suspected boer spy and member of the
recist South African amy Intelligencs, one Phillp
Ovls, was recently jaited here for an effective three-
and-a-half years for bringing offensive weapanas Into
Zimbebwe.

A Harare raeglonal maglstrate, who convicted the
suspected spy of contraventng Zimbabwe's Law and
Order (Maintenance) Act, sald it was common
knowledge that South Africa and Zimbabwe did not
have friendly political relationa.

It was reasonable, In the abgence of any

explanation from him, to infer that he had brought
the weapons into Zimbabwa for purposes associated
with “sirister and ulterior motives touching on the
sacurlty of this country (Zimbabwe) or s friendly
neighboura”.

Ovis, formerly with the racist Rhodeslan airforce
before emigrating to the land of apartheid in 1980,
was arrested at a police roadblock in Zimbabwe's
Masvingo Province with a Pletro Baretta 9 mm gun,
87 rounds of 9 mm ammunition and two rocket flares.

Sald the magistrate: "It is necessary to impose a
sentence which will not only serve to punish him, but
also to deter other former residents of Zimbabwe
from bringing offenaive weapons Into the country”.

The court, he sald, took serious vlew of such an
offence, particulary when it was committed by people
from “an unfriendly country like South Africa".

Tffe suspected spy came Into the country just
before the Non-Aligned Summit in Harare attended
by many Third World leaders and those of the

i llberaticn movements, Including APLA commander-

A senlor PAC Intelligence and sacurity officer told
Azania Combat that it was possible that Ovis was in
Zimbabwe on reconnolssance mission “in
preparation lor something else which was to foliow"".

Armed Ezow:m rarely
defeated by Europeans

EUROPEAN sattlers, In thelr piunder of Azanla; wanted to have monopoly control over the coast
of the dispossessed land of the Africans.

|

On May 5, 1799, Vandeieur sent his officers’ patrol
Lisutenant John Chamney to reconnoitre the areas
nesr tho ssa. The group of settiers was embushed by
the Africans In a surprise gitack with hand to hand
Glose combat, defsating all save for four who ran for
thelr lives.

In the same reglon, the Khoilsan isader, Klaas
Stuurman, demanded that the British give back the¢
Iand to the African and free African children from
farm enalavement. The British refused to do these.

Encouraged by the Xhosa victory, Stuurman raided
the unguarded farms of the settiers and Vandarieur,
sensing the danger, ordered that all armed Kholsan
employees be disarmed. in a subsequent battle
Invoiving 700 Khotsan, 300 horses and 150 firearma,
the Africans emerged victoricus.

The Kholsan then joined tha Xhosa-spesking
Africans under threa captaina, Stuprman, Boesak and
Trompetter, and dealt a héavy blow to the European
satilers. In a bid to retallate, the settiors summoned
thelr commandos under bandit commandant Tjaart
van Wait and Hendrik van Rensburg.

To their dissppolntment, the Africans retrested to

avert looting of thelr (Atrican) property and llveatock

by the marauders. Taotically, the purpose of the
retreat was to worn down the settters and start
attacking when z.o ensmy was ncuv_:»oa and
frustrated.

Africans crossed the Gamtoons River far to the
west of Graaf Ralnet, and by the and of July that year,
It was rsported that the whole of Graal Reinet had
been racaptured by the Africans.

The effect of the Afrlcan victory were changes of
leadership (n the office aof the settier restdent
commissioner and superintendent of public affairs

within the Swellendam and Qraat Relnet districts
after the then Incumbent offictal had fatled to meet
demands by his fellow settiers. )

Stlil shaken by the devastating defeat, the settiers
summoned courage and tried to organise two large
commando unlits, but could :S_..mne to mobilise only
80 men under arma. These were ysad to storm the
fortfled viilage at Rondewal, across the Sunday River,
on February 13 1802.

Agatn the settiers sutfered ignominlous defeat at
the hands of armed Africansa. Durlng that signiticant
battie, the tired-looking settter commandant Van der
Walt was shot dead at Batavian's Kloof, with his
fellow settlers dispersing to thair hiding.

The African people were then complste master of
the land as tar west as from the Fish River. The Third
Resistance War ended with Africans emerging
victorious and that victory served as a reminder to
the Europoean settiers that they were In atoreign fand. -

It the battles recounted ln the previous Issue of
Azania Combat showed that “‘untted Africans alwaye
defeated the foreign invaders”, then the above
mentloned ones In this issua are a lesson that anmed
Africens always subdued the settier.colonlalists.

But they are aiso a reminder that no forsigner will
be allowed to impose his witl upon the Africans i
Africa, including Azania. The forefathers fought, and

. over the generations, Azania s stitl at war, with ils
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sons and daughters giving all that they have In order.
that Azanla should be free In ‘the _Eﬁ of thelr
faretathers.
