
ADDENDUM:
Homage to the Soledad Mothers

May 17,2019

Soledad Brothers was the first pamphlet to be issued by the nascent Soledad Brothers Defense
Committee (SBDC) in early spring, 1970 after a grand jury indicted the three prisoners for the murder of a
guard on February 14th of that year.

It was written by Emma Gelders Sterne (but uncredtted), a member of the Communist Party who hosted
the first meetings of what would become the SBDC in her home in San Jose. The pamphlet was "read
by thousands" according to Bettina Aptheker, who identifies Sterne's authorship in The Morning Breaks:
The Trial of Angela Davis, as support for the movement to defend the prisoners began to grow
exponentially.

It is also appears to be the one surviving pamphlet issued by the SBDC with photographs of the mothers
of the three prisoners. Images of Mrs. Inez Williams, Mrs. Doris Maxwell, and Mrs. Georgia Jackson are
positioned in a row at the bottom of page 6, mirroring in sequence those of their sons at the bottom of
page 3 of the publication. In addition to detailing their earlier doomed efforts to contend with the racist
juvenile corrections system on behalf of their teenage sons, the pamphlet credits them on page 10 with
"intelligence and quick action" in response to the mens' indictment for the murder of the Soledad guard
John Mills.

What was the "quick action" referred to in the pamphlet? It is clear from the beginning that the mothers
repeatedly combatted concerted efforts by prison officials to cut them off from information about the
targeting of their sons after the murder of Mills on January 16th. The men, pejoratively identified as
black militants by prison authorities, were held in solitary for 29 days after his death and forbidden to
receive or send any information to their families.

Mrs. Williams called the prison multiple times after hearing news of the guard's death, anxious that her
son Fleeta Drumgo might somehow be implicated. She was told there was nothing to be concerned
about and only learned weeks later of his indictment from a short article in the Los Angeles Times that
came to her attention. She quickly made plans to drive up to Salinas from LA. for a pre-arraignmerrt
hearing and stood outside the courtroom as the prison van arrived from Soledad. There she met Mrs.
Doris Maxwell, mother of John Clutchette. They watched as their sons and George Jackson fell out of
the van, chains around their necks, ankles, down their backs and between their legs, shackled together.
As she recalls in a poetic and politically charged article she published in Essence (April, 1972), she
screamed out at that moment, "Why are they treating them like that. What happened to 'innocent until
proven guilty?'" Meanwhile, people were laughing and hanging over a courthouse balcony as reporters
ran into each other trying to photograph the scene in what she compares to "a circus", the prelude to a
lynching. There were few supporters present at this early stage of the case as the mothers
singlehandedly continued to protest the lawless proceedings inside the courtroom and demand time to
hire their own attorneys.

When they returned to L.A., the mothers appeared on radio programs to inform the public about the
Soledad Brothers and raise money to hire attorneys. Partly through these efforts, Angela Davis became
aware of their involvement and further educated about the background of the case. Recognized for her
authentic and moving speeches, Mrs. Williams was subsequently asked to speak at rallies and press
conferences with Angela Davis and others in support of the Soledad Brothers Defense Committee. After
the three men were transferred to San Quentin State Prison in the summer of 1970, she moved to the
Bay Area and lived with members of the SBDC as she became increasingly more involved in defense
efforts. She continued her activism in defense of her son and other political prisoners into the



Iate1970's, attending many courtroom trials and hearings and appearing as a national and international
spokesperson for the radical prison movement on tours organized by the Communist Party. However,
she refused to read speeches prepared by others but insisted on speaking directly out of her own in-
depth experience as a mother with intimate exposure to the violence of the racist penal system.

Mrs. Maxwell, too, was denied information on her son's plight until John Clutchette managed to get a
desperate note out to her from solitary: "Mother - Help ... Life is in danger". When she called the prison,
officials tried to discourage her from attending the arraignment, downplaying the peril of John's situation
and his need for an attorney. She immediately contacted Fay Stender, a radical lawyer she had heard
about from her son, who found other sympathetic attorneys for John and Fleeta while she famously
arranged to represent George Jackson, already the most influential revolutionary militant in the California
prison system. Mrs. Maxwell also alerted Kendra Alexandra, a former classmate of John's in L.A. and a
member of the Che- Lumumba Club, an all black chapter of the Communist Party. Through Kendra,
Angela Davis, a Club member, first learned of the Soledad Brothers and began efforts to publicize the
case and organize the Southern California chapter of the SBDC. Mrs. Maxwell remained active in the
public defense of her son and the other men, speaking at length in press conferences and in radio
interviews with SBDC members, attorneys and the other mothers about the destructive impact of the
racist corrections system on John's life from his teenage years onward. Her defiant vocal protests in
courtroom hearings and trials are legendary. Shortly after the murder of George Jackson in San Quentin
on August 21,1971, she swore at a judge in a hearing for refusing to admit as evidence of torture the
visible scars and welts on the necks, backs and chests of John and Fleeta from cigarette burns and
beatings. When officers tried to eject her, supporters in the courtroom rose up and fought back against
her aggressors, a tactical police squad carrying boomerang shaped weapons, suffering severe injuries
and arrest in their efforts to protect her.

Like the other mothers, Mrs. Jackson learned after the fact about her son's indictment, and likewise
shocked by the sight of George being dragged in and out of a vehicle in chains, protested with them
during the arraignment process. She actively pursued contacts with progressive attorneys willing to
represent her son and the other two men. Following the vicious police killing of her younger son,
Jonathan, the leader of the Marin County Courthouse rebellion on August 7,1970, she came forth as a
major militant spokesperson, now a "revolutionary mother" in George Jackson's words, whose early
prison letters published in Soledad Brother had chastened her for attempting to protect him from the
brutal realities of white supremacist society. Already emerging as a relentless and composed critic of the
racist corrections regimen, the day after Jonathan's death she gave a press conference in which she
defended the political integrity of his actions, inspired by his brother George's revolutionary
intransigence. She subsequently became an assertive leader of the militant wing of the Soledad
Brothers Defense Committees in the Bay Area, in political alliance with the Black Panther Party. When
George was murdered on August 21,1971, she heard about it on the radio; the prison authorities did not
inform her. When she called, they told her she could not have access to his body and personal
possessions. In a press conference at the SBCD headquarters the following day, she also quoted a
guard who boasted on the phone that they had gotten one of her sons the year before, now another son
this year, and "pretty soon you won't have any sons left". "And he laughed", she added. Remarkably
focused and combattive, she attacked the changing lies put forward by prison authorities to mask the
fact that George was set up for assassination because he spoke out. "I'm going to speak out every
chance I get", she declared. In 1972 she petitioned the United Nations to investigate the circumstances
of his death.

The names of these brilliant and courageous women do not appear on the official list of famous
supporters of the SBDC though their efforts were vital to its genesis and continuing impact, nationally
and internationally, as a pivot of the revolutionary prison movement and international black freedom
struggles. They became involved in defense efforts out of fear for their sons' lives and rage at the
brutality to which they were subjected and transformed into uniquely gifted, catalytic activists, inspired
by their sons' militance, their radicalized supporters, and the piercing clarity of their own defiant acts
against the neo-slavery perpetuated by the U.S. penal system to this day.
